At Richmond on Tuesday Mr,Laurier was
as violent In supporting a local as he had
been & month before in urging the support of
a federal candidate, He had his musket
with him, he declared, and was proceeding
to further lengths $ill Mr, Mercier, to pre.

French electors before an English.speaking
audience, pulled him down.

These facts admit of no questioning as
fo the character of the campaign made
by Mr. Mercier. What he and his friends
pretend to desire is a leglslature at Que.
bec ‘“‘to punish the government which
executed- the Metis leader,” What
they do desire is that the treasury should
be in thelr power, To secure thelr end they
appeal to men to ‘‘staud in place of
those who were not afraid to face British
bullets,” when these ballets were directed
againet the assailants of British law. It
may be questioned if men who can utter
such sentimenta can appreclate the spirit of
free Institutions or the position of the coun-
try they aspire to rule, Neither French-
speaking nor English-speaking citizens—the
former least of all—can afford to see In power
& government composed of men guilty of
such incendiary conduct. Such a legislature
as they aim to secure would be a monstrous
anomaly, the poeibility of creating which
should lead every elector, whatever his na.
tionality, to pause before, by word or act,
d&i)ng anything that might serve to bring it
about,

A late and involuntary exhibitor at South
Kensington is the deposed King of Barmah,
a portion of whoee treasures, looted from
the palace of Mandalay, has been arranged
in nine cases, close to the Ceylon court,
Three large wall cases contain objects of
clothing, and the memories of Prince Ester.
hazy’s replendent uniforms, with pearl em-
broidery in lleu of silver lace and diamond
tassels on the gleaming Heseian boots, are
completely eclipsed by a coat into which
emeralds, dlamonds, and other precious
stones are woven with beaten gold, so that
the weight would alove forbid, were cere.
