MR. McLEAN’S FAMOUS
RESOLUTION MOVED.

'Grit Speaker Has Very Poor
Idea of His Fellow Citizens,
and Believes Every Man a
Grafter.

Ottawa, Feb. 18.—It was a case of
satan rebuking sin in the House of
Commons this afternoon when A. K.
MacLean of Halifax moved his fa-
mous resolution respecting electoral
purity. Mr. MacLean made a plea for
greater purity in elections and an in-
vestigation of corrupt practices, He
epoke as one who knows and when he
£tated that there was no country in
the Empire where elections are car-
ried on as corruptly as in Canada,
there was a smile on the faces of most
of the members on the government
side of the house. Conditions, he said,
were deplorable to which sweeping
statement members of the opposition
party nodded sage assént. He guoted
the English law under which a can-
didate is compelled within two months
of his election to file a statement of
his election expenses and expressed
the thought that this law could very
well be emulated in Canada with good
effect. Candidates in Canada are sup-
posed to file a statement but it is not
accompanied by a declaration and the
penalty provided for failure to do so
is not sufficiently stringent here. In
England a member cannot take his
seat until he has complied with the
law and this section Mr, MacLean
thought especially. worthy of emula-
tion,

By-Elections on Same Day.

Simultaneous by-elections also found
favor with the truculent member from
Halifax. He thought it an excellent
plan to hold all by-electiong on the
same day as it would remedy a num-
ber of abuses. This created another
smile as it was almost patent that the
member had the election in Victoria,
C. B, in his mind and in which it
will be remembered the Grits suffered
a disastrous.defeat. The effect of news
of such defeats reaching other consti-
tuencies and possibly affecting or in-
fluencing the vote in such was evi-
dently the contingency Mr. MacLean
had in mind and which he desired to
guard against,

J. H. Burnham, the democratic mem-
ber who desires to abolish all titles
save the democratic ‘mister”, followed
Mr. McLean. He also pulled a wry face
at the evident corruption in Canada.
He indicated that he had but little
faith in his Canhadian constituents, by
stating quite boldly that in Canada
everyone- was frankly after something.
This should be stopped, although he
did not venture to prescribe the rem-
edy. .

Hon. J. C. Doherty expressed himself
in sympathy with the object of the
resolution and approved the sugges-
tion that a committee of the house
should consider the whole matter. One
feature of the present election law
that should be remedied was that ap-
plying to agents. A candidate might
honestly try to run a clean election
anl yet be unseated by the trivial act
of an agent. This he thought a hard-
ship to a man whose intentions were
probably entirely honest. An interest-
ing feature of Mr. Doherty’s utter-
ance was his proposal that a law
ghonld be enacted making it compul-
sory for voters to go to the polls. He
did not advocate compulsory voting,
but he thought the law might very well
insist that' every actor should go to
the polls leaving him free to deposit
a blank ballot or not as he wished. Mr.
Doherty suggested that the whole mat-
ter should be left in the hands of a
committee of seven members of the
house they to consider the question
and make a recommerndation.

Mr. Maclean was badly set bhck
when A. C. Boyce, member for West
Algoma, arose and questioned his sin-
cerity In moving his resolution, He
could not compliment Mr. MacLean,
but was disposed to extend his con-
gratulations to the government for the
broad minded manner in which they
d'evldpd to deal with the question.

Premier Borden recalled the resolu-
tion which he as leader of the opposi-
tion had introduced some years ago
in the commons dealing with electoral
corruption, He pointed out that as the
law governing such matters now ex-
ists, it is much more severe than is
generally supposed, the difficulty' was
that the law was not properly enfore-
ed. He was not one of those who be-
lieved that laws should be placed up-
on the statute books which were not
sustained by public opinion. He

Washington, ¥eb., 18—The capture
of Maximo Castillo, the Mexican ban-
dit chief, charged with responsibility
for the Cumbre. tunnel tragedy, on
American soil, has furnished a knotty
problem for officials here.

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PROF. LOW SAYS LAW
VAGUE A3 TO POWERS
OF GOVERNOR GERERAL

Contradicts Supposition That
Constitution of Dominion is
Like. that of the United
States, : :

London,  Feb. 18.—In the course of
4 lecture at King’s College on the sub-
ject of responsible government in the
Dominions, Professor Sidney Low cal-
led attention to interesting features
of overseas as compared with imper-
fal government. He contradicted the
supposition of some writers that the
constitution of Canada was like that
of the United States, shying that in
spite of the federal arrangement the
Dominfon was more like the mother
country. in regard to the complete re-
sponsibility of the executive to the le-
gistalture, Dealing with the powers of
the Governor-General he said the law
was vague and did not defend his
authority, the British' North America
Act being almost silent on-the sub-
ject. The lecturer showed that while
the old idea was that the governor
could withhold his assent to legisla-
tion or acts which he considered in-
imical, events such as the South Afri-
can deportations and the Natal insur-
rection of 1906 required him to ac-
quiesce in the action of the executive
and leave the ministers to justify

Entirely Exonerated by Jury of
Charges Made by Woman

Oklahoma City, Feb. 18—A verdict
in favor of United States Senator
Thomas F. Gore was returned here to-
day in the suit of Mrs. Minnie Bond
against him to recover $50,000 dam-
ages for an alleged attack made on
her in a Washington hotel last year.
The jury was out only ten minutes.

The trial began last Wednesday.

In her declaration Mrs. Bond alleged
that the Senator attacked her when
they conferred at a hotel in Washing-
ton last March in connection with
the possible appointment of her hus-
band, Julian Bond, as internal reven-
ue collector at Oklahoma City. Gore
seized her, she alleged, throwing her
violently  across a bed. She claimed
she freed herself only after several
men appeared in the doorway of the
room.
In the scufle, Mrs. Bond asserted,
her face was scratched and her hand
lacerated by fragments of her broken
eye glasses.

In his answer Senator Gore denied
the charges, and as a counter charge
alleged that the suit was instigated
by political opponents who had failed
in their efforts to obtain federal pa-
tronage.
