| which smallpox amay break out in the fu-
ture.” g

Friday Hon. Mesrs Tweedie, Poge-
ley, Dunn and McKeown had a conference
with Dr., Bayard, Dr. Fisher, Hon. James
Holly and Mr. John, McMillan, represent-
ing the Provincial Board of Health, as a
‘precautionary measure in' conmection with
the emanpox in ‘Westmerland.” 'The gov-
ernment decided to meet the wishes of the
board of ‘health and order immediate and
compulsoty vaccination in Westmorland.
A’ ipreclamation will* be issued at once.
Premjer Tweedie and Dr. Fisher went to
Moncton to confer with the health authori-
ties there. It was also decided to com-
niunicdte with the local boards in all other
counties on the necessity of urging people
to submit to-vaccination. The railways
will be urged to use all precaptions to pre-
vent the spread of the disease. Nobody
‘will be able to go in or out of Moncton

1 without’a clean bill of health. The general

vaccination is desired because the disease
may bregk out anywhere as a result of
free communication which has been had
with Westmorland: .

Bashurst, Dec. 28—(Special)—The small-
pox scarve on the north’shore is reviving
again. - There are two cases of the disease
in ‘the town of Bathurst and one case
about & half mile from the village. It is
feared that the place may be quarantined,
although ‘the cases are of a mild type and
no deaths have so far resulted.

“Rackville, Dec. 28—In view of the exag-
gerated and misleading reports in circula-
tion, we beg to assure the friends and
patrons .of Mount Allison institutions that
there is not ‘and -has not been a single
case: of smallpox in Sackville or vicinity.

‘the location of the nearest of these being
20" miiles from Sackville: The very proper
action of the medical authorities and the
citizens of Sackville generally has been
entirely. of a precautionary character.
