Railway Commission Gives
Decision Re Fairville and
Milford Crossings

BELL AND LIGHT AT
THE LATTER PLACE

Must Be Done ‘‘Forthwith,” but Ques-
tion of Maintenance Has Yet to he
Argued--Paves Way for Street Car
Extension Through Fairville.

The railway commissioners have decided |
! that the C. P. R. must place gates at the

railway crossing in Main street, Fairville,
and an automatic electric alarm with light
atachment at the Milford crossing. The
question of maintenance is to be argued
later.

Messrs. Currie & Vincent, who repre-
sented the municipality at the hearing of

' the case before the commissioners, have
'reecived a draft of their decision and a

notification ‘that the board are desirous
of ‘hearing at an early date the arguments

of counsel as to which party ehall bear

the expense of maintaining the gate
keeplers, etc.

‘Ihe' judgment explicitly states that the
gates and electric alarm are to be installed
“forthwith” and that the appliances must
be such as will meet with the approval of

| the engineer of the board.

There is no mention in the draft as to

what form of autcmatic bell is to be used |

at Milford crosing but it is mentioned
that the light, which is also to be aunto-
matic, is to be placed on the top of the
bell post. .

Several kinds of apparatus were discues-
ed before the commissioners at their meet-
ing here and it is expected that their en-

| gineer will see that the best is secured,
the crossing being regarded as an 'mport-|

ant cne.

Col. H. H. McLean, the ccunsel for the
C. P. R, speaking to a representative of
The Telegraph F¥riday, said the import-
ant point as far as the railway was con-
cerned was not so much the expense of
placing the' gates, ete., but who would

be compelled to provide the two gatemen. |

This item, he added, would.involve an
expenditure of $1,000 a year.
