As the Monecton Times has settled the
“Luttrell-Coleman correspondence™ I
would suggest to the editor of that

| paper the extreme necessity for using his

influence with Messrs. Carvell and Tay-
lor towards having an investigation into
the numerous complaints of loss of
.freight and damage to freight between
St. John and this port—or more direct-
ly between Point du Chene and thisport.
Ifsufficient complaint cannot be found in
writing in the Railway offices in Myncton,
I would respectfully direct the Railway
officials to call on or correspond with
Messrs. John W. Nicholson, Joha N.
Wilson andother liquor merchants in St.
John who have many customers in this
town. The priacipal commodity in which
there is a deficiency is trandy; some-
times whiskey is ‘‘sampled;” and occas-
ionally some groceries—a box or two—
go astray never to 1eturn. Oa an oc-
casion not long since, six cases of brandy

o[ were received here from J. W. Nichol-

son’s warehouse, St. John, and fiom each
case one bottle was absiracted. I might
mention scores of instances where goods
have gone astray, and the importers have
been the losers; and although redress has
been asked of the Railway authorities at
Moncton, the fanctionaries maintain a
« masterly inactivity.” The Moncton
7imes has a large circulation in this
town. Its editor is highly respected,and
it is said he knows how to look after the
interests of Kent; therefore, I would,
through the medium of your paper, re-
spectfully suggest that Moncton’s editor
ask an immediate enquiry to be made in-
to the cause of the loss of so much freight
while in the charge of Government ofil-
cials.

I may further add these losses have
been going on for more than one year;
and before the merchants and traders
here will be imposed on another season,
they will seek a different ficld for making
their purchases, and a different mode of
having such purchases conveyed to their
respective places for sale.

Common Council.

The Common. Council. met yesterday
aftetnodi at 3 o’clock, at least that was
the hour announced, but thdre was the
usual waiting and it was half an hour be-
fore they came to order, The Aldermen
and Councillors are not prompt men.

A communication was received from
the Provincial Secretary calling attention
to Act. 36 Vic., cap. 22, which provides
for compulsory vaccination. The order
in Council made under the Act was read,
which leaves it optional for the city to
acoept the law and pay half the expense
or not. - It was referred to a committee
consisting of Alds. Ferguson, McCordock
and Rowan.

The East and West side Fishery Com-
mittee reported that they had sold the
lots on each side of the harbor. Report
adopted.

The General Committee appointed to
consider the Pilot Law reported, recom-
mending that Thomas M. Reed and Thos.
McAvity be appointed Commissioaers
under the new Pilotage Law. Report re-
ccived and adopted.

The Street Committee’s rcport was
taken up section by section. The first
section recommended an increased as
sessment of $10,000 for street purposes
next year, and that the Legislature be
requested to pass a bill to that effect.

Coun. Coxetter opposed the extra as-
sessment, and said if they had $20,000
they would be as much in debt at the
end of the year as ever. The section
passed.

Section second asked that a b’ll be pre-
pared and sentto the Legislature giving
the Street Committee power to lay wood-
en pavements and collect half payment
from property owners. This passed,
altered by Ald. Ferguson to read ‘‘wood-
en or such pavements as the Street Com-
mittee may approve of.”

The third seetion of the report, recom-
mending certain bills, passed without dis-
cussion.

The West Side Police Committee re-
ported that they had consulted with the
Police Magistrate and recommended that
his salary be $50 per year from 1869 to
May 1873, and $100 per .year from that
date, and that the salary of C. H. Chandler
be $50 for the first period, and $100 for
th> second.

John McGourty informed the Council
that he was quarrying stone at the east
end of Main street for the Corporation,
to be broken by the crusher, and that the
property holders had siguified their in-
tention of preventing his taking any
more stone from the locality by legal pre-
cess. Headvised that stone be taken from
the Ballast Wharf, and that the crusher
be moved to that locality to save the ex-
pense af trncking.

James Adams of Union street petition-
ed for a renewal of a lease of a lot in that
strect which had expired. Referred.

The Board of Portwardens in accord-
ance with section 9 of the Act establish-
ing such Board, prescnted their yearly
report. They had held 305 surveys;
granted 40 certificates, and received as
fees $1000.12.

Joseph Fairweather by letter informed
the Council that he had expended $320 in
repairing damage done his property by
the Dorchester street extension, and that
it would require $2,000 to place his pro-
perty in the condition it was before the
job was .commenced. Ie=requested an
early answer from the Council as to what
action they wonld take. Referred.

James T. Kennedy asked for $25.99,
interest on his overdue accountof $1529.-
10. Referred to the Street Committee.

Ald. McCordock moved that as the
the time had arrived for the appointing
of Assessors that Charles Ketchum,
John Wilson and James Sullivan—tie
cld assessors—be appointed.

Ald. Kerr said it was about time there
was a change in the Board of Assessors.
He was informed that one member of the
Board in receipt of a salary from the
Council had mortgaged his saiary for two
years, being an insolvent. He moved
that G. V. Nowlan, G. U. Thomas and
A. H. Glasgow be the Assessors for the
ensuing year.

Ald. Rowan said if this was true and
the man was poor there was more reas-
on why he should be appointed, and that
Ald. Kerr should be ashamed to make
such an insinuation when the man was
not present to defend himself.

Ald. Kerr responded that he did not
want Ald. Rowan to teach bhun his daty.
He would say the same before the man’s
faee. -

Ald. Ferguson supposed the names
mentioned were nominations, and he
would add that of Elias Flaglor to the
list.

On the names being put to the Board
the old members were clected.

Wm. F. Bunting was appointed Asscs-
sors’ Clerk.

Ald. Rowan moved that the Common
Council present an address to Lt. Gover-
nor Tilley. = Carried.

Ald. Ferguson moved that the bill com-
mittee be authorized to prepare and sub-
mit to the Council a bill vesting the -ap-
pointment of the Recorder in the Com-
mon Council.

Coun. Cassidy moved that the Bill
Committee prepare a bill authorizing the
Corporation to repair sidewalks disturb-
ed for the purpose of making drains, &c.,
to clear snow from the sidewalks, and to
collect the expense thereby incurred from
property holders by summary process.
Also another to provide for the inspec-
tion of buildings. ,

Ald. Rowan thought the sidewalk law
as at present was about correct. In no
city he had ever visited were the side-
walks cleared by the corporation.

Ald. Ferguson thought the law was bad
enough as at present, which compelled
the occupants of ground floors te clear
the sidewalks. The matter was left with
the Bill Committee.

Ald. Drake moved that the same com-
mittee prepare a bill to sccure an in-
creased water supply in Carleton, and to
authorize an assesment for the purpose.
The Board agreed that an increased sup-
ply was needed, but thought the West
side members should bring in the bill.
The West side members said they would
give the committee all the help in their
power, and the motion was carried.

The Board adjourned.

Your missionary hasbeen permitted to
give the invitations of the gospel not only
to English and American, but also to
German, Italian,Dutch, Norwegian, Dan-
ish, Swedish, Portuguese, Russian, Fin-
nish,Frenchand Spanish seamen,through
religious literature in their own tongues,
and also through religious services and
by private intercourse, some of whom we
trust have received them with joy.

In reviewing his work of the year, your
chaplain finds he has preached one hun-
dred and eighty-four sermons, attended
thirty-six prayer meetings, made one
hundred and forty-three visits to the sick,
with reading the Scriptures and prayer,
visited four hundred and sixteen ships,
and distributed in various languages,
forty thousand pages of tracts. -
