Business Prospects.

A prominent business man stated yes-
terday that he belicved that the commer-
cial classes of New Eugland were never
hefore so- free from debt as at present.
During the,past year and a balf shrewd
merchants have been engaged in arrang
ing their expenses so that their payments
have been’ easily met for some months
past, and the tendency to over trade is
less apparent than it was two years ago,
when a heavy trade was forced to meet
current expenses. The failures of late
have not been very numerous, and a ma-
jority are directly attributable to special
rather than general cases. The economy
of the past will prove bencficial in the

future, and while we may not anticipate

“kiting times, ’jthere is a very reasorable
basis for the belief that a sound spring
trade will take place. Money is very
easy, and there is a prospect that it will
coutinue so.—Boston Journal.

Silk Smuggling at New York.

Some remarkable revalations have been
made concerning frandulent importations
of silks at New York. The duties on
silk goods are 60 per ceut; but such
amounts- of them have becn smuggled
through tbe custom houses, and sold to
retailers and even to wholesalers, at less
than that advance on the French manu-
ficturers’ prices, that the leg timate im-
porters have greatly reduced their im-
portations.
the largest aud most respectable dry
goods houses in New York, admits that
he has bought some of the smuggled
goods, defending his course on the
ground that it was necessary for the
protection of his trade. Any one who re-
fuses to patronizes the smugglers,he says,
might as well close out the silk depart-
ment of his business. Mr. Claflin sup-
pos.d that most of the smuggling was
done through Canada; but the recent
investigations show that large amounts
of these goods have come through the
New York Custom House under a differ-
ent name.

Remarkable Escape from a Burning
Mine.
0saGr Crry, Kansas, Feb. 8.
This place, which is settled by coal-
miners, was thrown into a frightful ex-
citement just after noon to-day, by the

breakiag out of a fire in the shaft of the
Osage Mining Company. Thirty men and
three boys were in the mine at the time;
and as the flames shot out of the
shaft high into the air, mothers,
wives and children rushed to the scene,
which was rendered harrowing to a
heart-rending degree - With litile or no
water, the situation was horrible until an
engine happened to arrive with a full
tank. This and several barrels of salt
water were emptiedinto the blazing shaft.
While the fire was at its height, the head
of a man appeared in the flames, and
as he was drawn to the surface he
fainted. This was two hours after
the fire began, and soon after a man
named Marks bravely went down the
shalt to rescaue those who remained be-
neath. These soon appeared, coming up
one after another, somec with strength
enough to hold on to ropes, others un-
conscious. By half-past 4 o'clock every
man was saved, and the town was wild
with rejoiciug. The escape of the men
was wonderful.
