Mitchell said he hoped hous-
ing could bLe made available to
students at “reasonable cost”
and not at “an outrageous $96
per month” as charged in
Saskatoon.

Only six per cent of students
at the University of Saskat-
chewan live in residence as
compared to an average of 12
per cent in cther Western pro-
vinces, according to Mitchell.

“As the pressure increases
for more academic facilities,
student residences are left for
the future,”” he charged.

The answer, he said, is for
students to build and control
their own residences through
housing associations and co-
operatives. \

“Students on the Regina
campus have taken this initi-
ative,” he said.

If assistance is received
from the university and pro-
vincial co-ops, Regina will con-
struct a co-operative residence
within the next two years,
Mitchell told the meeting.
