Mississauga council
opposes rent controls

Rent-control legislation is
opposed by Mississauga
council.

Council has refused to
endorse a Brampton
resolution calling on the
Ontario government to
consider the possibility of
rent-control legislatipn.

The resolution stated that
rent increases are often
exorbitant and that the long-
range affect may be greater
pressure on subsidized
housing as tenants are
forced to find alternative
accommodation.

Mayor Martin Dobkin
strongly opposed any form of
rent control on grounds i
inevitably backfires ‘and

leads to the growth of slums.
Citing New York City as an
example, Dobkin said rent
fontrols reduce the profit
incentive and this in turn
cuts back housing
development.

He noted Mississauga is
working on a comprehensive
housing policy and that this
city is providing the Toronto
area with much of its rental-
housing stock.

Dobkin said that if other
communities in the Toronto
