But a great many 
people are opposed to using Chin­
ese vegetables as it is dangerous 
t<ÿdo so on account of the filthy 
wâv in which they use fertililers 
on them. In fact people have been 
poisoned in British Columbia from 
eating Chinese vegetables.

Ler this be a country where the 
intelligent laborer can hold up his 
head with the best in'the land 
Not one in which labor and the la­
borer are held in contempt, as 
will be thegase if Chinese are al­
lowed to gain a much larger foot­
hold in the country.

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How to Make a Çork Fit a Bottle
