President Taft evinced a sincere desire for a 
much broader measure of reciprocity with Canada, 
lo this end. representatives of the United States 
Government were again sent to Ottawa last year 
to open a discussion, which has been recently con­
clut led at Washington

The most sweeping feature of the proposed 
agreement is the removal of all duties, on both 
sides of the border, on most of what are loosely 
termed natural products, as cattle, horses, mules, 
swine, sheep, and lambs, live and dressed poultry, 
wheat, rye, oats, barley, buckwheat, dried peas, 
beans, corn (except for distillation), potatoes, 
butter, cheese, fresh milk, cream (with provision 
for free transhipment of cans), eggs, honey, fish,
