THE IRISH NATIONAL CORFER.
ENCE,

The Irish National Conference will
be held in May, 1806, The Irish
National Federation is being reorgan-
ized throughout Irveland and Great
Dritain, in preparation for that event ;
and delegates will come from the
United States and Canada, Australia,
New Zealand and South Africa.

Some great meetings have been held
and notable expressions of opinion
uttered in Ireland, within the past fow
weeks. The mainspring of every
movement. and the key-note of every
utterance, however, is death to dis-
union,

The Right Rev. Dr. O'Donnell,

Jishop of Raphoe, in a letter read be-
fore a recent immense gathering of
Nationalists, at Stranorlar, East Done
gal, protested earnecstly against the
Healyite campaign of division and mis-
representation, which has brought so
much odium on the Irish cause in Irs
land and America. Wrote the Bishop :
“For years the output of accusations
has been so unceasing that one might
fancy it was thought a National Crown
was in store for whoever turned out to
be the prime defamer of his colleagues.
Have the accusers proved these charges
of public perfidy? No : not one of
them, so faras I can judge. DBut the
authority of the quarter whence they
sprung was enough to paralyze the
movement and sicken the nation.
And, worst of all, by alhorrible perver-
gion, this whole campaign of insult
aud defamation has been often con
ducted in the assumed interest of re-
ligion,

‘It is time the people should insist
that public calumny must cease, that
no man shall be allowed to dishonor an
arbitration to which he has submitted,
and that the undertakings pledged in
county conventions shall be observed
in the letter and in the spirit.”

The DBishop strongly championed
William O’Brien, and the people de
manded the return to Parliament of
Thomas Sexton.

One happy presage of complete
unity in the Irish party, is the concord
already existing on the education ques
tion between the Irish party and the
other Nationalists unhappily separated
from it on t\lher issues, and the dete:-
mination of all to work together for
the removal of the Catholic grievances

John E Redmond, M. P. Parnellite,
is very clear on this point in hisarticle,
*Killing Home Rule by Kindness,”
in the Nineteenth Century for Decem-
ber. He says:

“Thereisuoneedfor the new Govern-
ment to wait tor Parliament to re as
semble before settling this matter. It
is a small one. There is practical
unanimity regarding it in Ireland,
and if Mr. Balfour is in earnest in his
new policy, not a moment ought to be
lost by him in satisfying Irish public
opinion.”

There is, moreover, a strong motive
for complete unity in Ireland in the
war-cloud gathering over England.

Grattan's Parliament was the out-
come of Lngland’s unsue ul war
with the American Colonies in 1776,

Complete Irish Home Rule will be
the outcome of another war between
England and America, if there be a
united Ireland in the face of England’s
difficulty.

It is in the power of the Irish Party
and the Irish pegple to make the Irish
National Coutuz‘uu, an event of in
ternational importance, and the final
step in Ireland's long and cirenitous
path to legislative independence. — Bos-
ton Pilot.

stated recently that Archbishop Elder
had expressed his approbation of the
Salvation Army. The Catholic Tele
graph, of the same city, gives the
Archbishop's letter in reply to the re-
quest made to him for a few words of
commendation :—

St. Peter'’s Cathedral, Nov. 30, '05.
Mr. William J. Cozens, Brigadier of
the Salvation Army. — Dear Sir:
Your favor of the 2ird inst wa
ceived, My long absence from home
caused an accumnulation of official busi-
ness, which has delayed a good deal of
my correspondence.
