A VOICE FROM THE SEA.

The following Maritime epistle will be
read with interest.

We have tried to get the ear of Hal-
ifax Christians on the subject of a Sailor’s
Home ; they will find here an appeal more
direct and patbetic. We merely correct a
few words :—

Mg. Eprtor,—Leng and wearily have we
waited for the morning star of some scheme
for the benefit of our Brother seamen to
arise on our horizon; but seasons and
years bave come and gone, the clouds have
gathered and broken. Water Street, Hills
Street and the Police Court have witnessed
awful scenes. Many have been taken to
Rockbead ; but that is a trifle, Go to the
homes of the poor sailors and ask the little
Boy or Girl, Where is your Father? Ask
the Mother and Father, or Wife, Were is
your Son or Husband ? With pain and sor-
row and shame, they will point you to the
dram shop in Halifax, protected and made
Jawful by Act of Parliament, fostered by the
rich and fashionable, supported by the hard
earniogs of the poor, not 100 often condemn-
ed from the pulpit, not dealt with severely
by the Church. Better let loose as many
Tigers, Bears and Lionsin your streets, and
say to the poor sailor, make your way
through these ferocious beasts. If they per-
ished then there would be more hope for
them. O citizens of Halifax, cannot
something be done for my poor Brother
Sailors? 13 there one spark of charity
(Love) in your breasts 7 Are your sermons,
prayers and christian conversation only talk
without substance ! God forbid we should
Your souls yearn for the salva-
tion of the black man and the red man—
why not for us? Oh cbristians let your
sympathies find an outlet for your Brotber
seamen. You can build Churches and oth-
er noble places, and we say God speed you !
for we love the Gates of Zion. Can you
not build & home for the wanderers who
come in from the ocean? As we write we
think of one whose lamp never wentout in

the stormy night, praying for her sailor hus-
band.
As the Spring opens let your hearts be
opened too.

A voice rrox THE QuaRTER DECK.
