Islands and Territories within the limits as therein described, as by the said
recited Letters Fatent, relation being thereunto had, may more fully and
at large appear.

Now I{N’OW You that We have revoked and determined, and by these
Presents do revoke and determine, the said recited Letters Patent,.and
every clause, article, and thing therein contained.

Axp rurTHER KNow You, that We, reposing especial trust and confi-
dence in the prudence, courage and loyalty of you the said KEr BAILLIE
Hamvron, of Our especial grace, certain knowledge and mere motion, have
thought fit to constitute and appoint you, and by these Presents do
constitute and appoint you, the said KEr BaiLnie Hamiptow, to be
our Governor and Commander-in-Chief in and over Our Island of
Newfoundland and the Islands adjacent, and all the Coast of Labrador
from the entrance of Hudson’s Straits tc aline to be drawn due North
and Soath from Anse Sablon on the said coast to the Fifty-second degree
of North Latitude, and all the Islands adjacent to that part of the said
('oast of Labrador, as also of all Forts and Garrisons erected and estab-
lished within the said Island of Newfoundland and the Islands adjacent,
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
