In Chicago, says Country Gentleman,
the egg candler, the man who held
each individual egg before a tallow can-
dle for the purpose of seeing whether
fresh or not, is a thing of the past, In-
stead of this primitive system, eggs are
now run along a carrier, passing as
they go under glare of an electric light.

Whereas a petition has been presented to
this council pmyinf; that a By-law be pasaed
to prohibit the sale by retai of spirituous,
fermented. or other manufactured liquors in
the said Township of the Rear of Yonge and

scott,

. Therefore, the Municipal Council of the
Corporation_of the Township of the Rear of
Yonge and Escott enacts as follows:

1.—That the sale by retail of spirituous. fer-
mented or other manufactured liquors is and
shall be prohibited in every tavern, inn or
