is the sphinx-like, silent, ever- 
smiling young man, whom the au­
thorities know only as Robert J. 
Miller, or Henry Fletcher, 
a blind standing between justice and 
as skilled and daring a confederacy 
of cattle thieves as ever infested this 
county?

Such is the problem which con­
fronts the crown in the case of the 
man in question who was this morn­
ing committed for trial by Judge 
Houston in County Court, on the 
charge of stealing fifteen head of 
cattle from John Cochrane, of Ridge- 
town, the Liberal nominee for East 
Kent, at the recent Provincial elec­
tions. v

Ever since his arrest nearly a 
month ago the Crown has been zeal­
ously at work upon the case. Pro­
vincial Detective Rogers has devoted 
all his energies to it ; the police and 
constabulary of three counties have 
been busy upon it, but beyond* the 
tighter binding of the links which 
connect Miller with guilt, they have 
been completely baffled. That the 
Crown are aware of five participants 
is well known; Mr. Cochrane avowed 
to The Planet this morning that 
three of them had been seen, and 
Crown Attorney Smith frankly re­
fuses to deny that .the investigation 
shows the robbery to have been the 
work of an organized gang, and that 
the Crown is utterly at sea as to 
Miller’s confederates.

Efforts to question Miller, or to 
discuss the case with him, have met 
with a quiet and always-smiling re­
buff. “I am sorry, but 1 cannot 
discuss the case with you," was the 
pleasantly spoken and soft response 
to Detective Rogers’ efforts — and 
there the matter ended. Rogers then 
tried another tack and hinted to 
counsel for defense concerning the 
happy results to Miller on turning 
King’s evidence. But the same smile 
and the same silence obtained. The 
one man who is apparently in the, 
confidence of the prisoner is his 
counsel, O. L. Lewis, and Mr. Lewis 
gave the public the first glimpse of 
the predicament of the crown, when 
he significantly commented at the 
conclusion of the case, that it was 
after all, very disappointing to the 
prosecution to rest their case ^gainst 
the one man only. That the evidence 
against Miller appears to be damn- 
ing there is no doubt. Will he re­
main stubbornly silent and loyal to 
his confederates-a martyr to the 
consequences?

The evidence against him this 
morning seemed very complete. His 
progress from Chatham to Muirkirk 
with another mysterious man was 
traced. Then his shipment of the 
cattle from Glanworth to Caledonia. 
His sale of them for $875 to a Lon­
don butcher and his subsequent ar­
rest with the cattle at Brantford 
formed a strong chain which it will 
be difficult to break. The witness­
es were J. A. McCallum, John Coch­
rane, Thomas McCallum, Patrick A. 
Collins, W. D. McKellar, Clarence 
Wilson, G. T. Turnbull and Robert 
O. Fisher, and although Mr. Lewis 
put each and every one through a 
rigid” cross-examination he was un­
able to shake the strength of their 
corroborative testimony.

At the conclusion Miller bade them 
all good-bye. “I have no hard feel- 
ings," he said, “you all told the truth 
except McKellar, who stretched 
things a bit and wasn’t quite fair or 
honest. But it’s all right." And the 
perpetual smile was again present.
