SRS O
The Search for the North Pole.

The . determination to make new
attempts to reach the north pole, in
spite of the failurcs of many previous
expeditions and the dread disastersate
tending some of them, continues to be
uoabated, Three expeditions are now
being fitted out, each of whish will try
in a different way to reach the pole,
The briliiant sucoess of his first
expedition to Greenland has stimulated
Lieatenant Peary to make another
venture from Philudelphia in the same
direction,

Dr Nansen, well known for his own
explorations in Greenland, proposcs to
sail from Chiistiana in June along the
coast of Siberia until he reaches the
point off the Leva so fatal to the
Jeanetto expedition, From that point
he will comumit his ship to the ice pack
sod drift with the current wherever it
way lead him, His studies have led
him to believe that the ourrent will
float bim across the pole and ultimately
lsnd him in Greeoland, Such an
undertaking is inconocivably bold and
hagardous, but his ship i nearly roady,
his stores and provisions are being pro-
pared, and the men he has sclected are
sll of them hearty Norwegisns, acous-
tomed to the codurnoce of arotio
weather, Bosides the supplies Nansen
takes with hiw, he is preparing an
additional depot of supplies far up on
the Siberian coast, The farther pre-
caution he has taken, assuming tho
possibility that his ship may be orushed
in the ice, is to bavo on board his dogs
and sledges, ko that, in the event of
baving to abandon his ship, he may
continue to prosecute his advonture,
either on land or on the ice, He is
provisioned with conoentrated food,
which he estimates will last his com.
paratively small crew for six years, but
he hopes to bo floated across the pole

The third expedition, and tho most
promising of all, is that of Jackson.
It is to sail from Livorpool in June
direot for Frans Josef Land, which lies
to the north of Nova Zembla and to the
enst of Spitsbergen, Its southernmost
point touches the 80th parallel of north
latitade and is dissected by the 60th

idien of oast longitude, To tho
north of it lie Peterman's Land and
Osoar Laud, reaching to lstitude 88
aod beyood. Jackson's purpose is to
make the journey overland to Peter*
man’s land, which, if it extends as far
uoith as 85, would bring him within
800 miles of the pole, That distance
he proposes to coverin boats if he finds

open water, or on sledges if he finds
land or ice,
