—There is.

Mr. Watson—Is that lack of confi­
dence in Mr. Fraser due to want of in­
tegrity on his part? A.—Rather to lack 
of experience.

Is there not some part of that feeling 
due to lack of confidence in his integri­
ty? A. That is only a suspicion.

Is there any one else about whom 
you have such a feeling? A.—1 have no 
proofs. My feelings in regard to Mr. 
Fraser run hack to the change in the 
department, and to the fact that Mr.

MR. GEO. H. BISBY PASSED AWAY 
last NIGHT.

Was President df Long & Bisby and 
a Director in a Number of Large 
Manufacturing Concerns.

Mr. G*rge H. Bisby. of Long & Bisby, 
wool merchants, an old and highly es­
teemed resident, died last evening at the 
family residence, “Fairlawn,” Charlton 
avenue, after an illness of several weeks.

Does that feeling extend 
to the Deputy Minister?

A.—I think it justified ' 
with regard to one of the officers; not 
to the majority.

"The one. 1 presume, is Mr. Fraser?*' 
A.—It is.

"Is tVîre any one else whom your 
feeling would lead you to think that 
the words "lack of confidence” could be 
applied with justice?” A.—I have no 
evidence as to any one else.

/"Who are the others to whom you 
give the benefit of the doubt?” A.—1 
decline to answer.

Judge Cassels sustained this refusal.
” I hesitate to mention these suspicions 
because they are all due to impressions 
and the whole thing is so impalpable ns 
to lie incapable of proof.

Mr. Watson- Does tilts condition exist 
to-day? Col. Anderson—No. Mr. F raser 
has l>een suspended. The Minister having 
probably come to the same suspicion as 
myself.

The Commission's report was taken up 
and Mr. Watson read the charges 
against the engineering branch of Mar­
ine Department.

Col. Anderson declared that in most 
eases the Commissioners had come to 
unwarranted conclusions owing to fail­
ure to go to the bottom of the matters 
they discussed.

CRETE INDEPENDENT.
Powers Withdraw Troops and Lease 

the Islaad to Itself.

Canea. Island of Crete. May 12.— 
After nearly 11 years of • tcupaVon 
the four powers that have lmd in 
hand the protection of Crete. Great 
Britain. Russia. France and Italy, 
have decided that the people c: 
Crete, under the able administration 
of the Grecian High Commissioner. 
Alexander C. Zaimis. have settled 
down sufficiently to justify the with­
drawal of the International troops.

In 1896 Crete was governed by Tur­
key. In that year an effort was made 
by a part of the population, aided »>y 
Greek troops, to free the islands from 
Turkish rule and annex it to Greece. 
This was opposed by the four j>owers 
mentioned above, who established a 
pacific blockade of the island. In 
1898 the powers constituted Crete, 
with its adjacent islets, an autono­
mous state under a high commission­
er of the powers, subject to the suz­
erainty of Turkey, but without tri-

NO “VICE”F0R HIM.
Geveraor Haghes Wants to be

Near Copetown

Unless Hamilton Comes, 
In at Once.

Work on Hospital Like­
ly to Proceed.

Hon. Adam Beck, who conferred yes­
terday with Mayor Stewart about the 
power question, produced a map showing 
that the switching station, instead of 
being built near the pump house at the 
Beach, would be erected nine miles from 
the city or west of Copetown if Ham­
ilton did not join in the Government’» 
scheme at once. Should Hamilton de­
cide to take Hydro power later Mr. Beck 
says it will have to build the line to the 
switching station nine miles away. It is 
expected that the Hydro power enthus­
iasts will try to use this as their big 
stick to knock the Cataract offer and 
force the city into the scheme. Just 
how Mr. Beck figures that it would be 
cheaper and more convenient to place the 
switching station there, taking the 
transmission lines away back over the 
mountain, he has not explained yet. 
Some of the aldermen are at a loss to 
understand how thi^t is going to cheapen 
or shorten the line for Toronto. It is 
likely that a meeting of the power com­
mittee will be called before the end of 
the week to consider the matter.

Mayor Stewart to-day. acting on the 
promise he made to tin* Council last 
night, notified Chairman Billings and T.

TWO MEN KILLED.
Were Stealing a Ride aad Their 
Bedies Were Afterwards Burned.

Parry Sound. May 12.—A serious acci­
dent, in which two men were killed out­
right, occurred last .evening on the C. P. 
R. five miles north of here. The place 
was at a rock cut in a curve. Two con­
struction trains containing plows and 
ballast cars going in opposite directions 
collided with great force, the vans and 
a number of the cars being completely 
demolished. On the train coming to Par. 
ry Sound were two men. George Han- 
nigan and Levi Sutton, his son-in-law, 
residents of the Township of Carling, 
both of whom were instantly killed, 
the bodies afterwards being burned in 
the fire which broke out in the wreck­
age. These men had been stealing a 
ride on the train, and their presence was 
unknown to the train crew. Conductor 
Jarvis and Trainman XV. E. King receiv­
ed slight injuries. An inquest will be 
held.
