In the ports there was still 
very little animation. At Marseilles no change 
was quoted, but at Bordsenx there was a slight 
d-cline. Nantes and Havre showed n.0 change, 
but buyers were very sc. rtc. The Antwerp 
gram trade has shown no improvement this 
week ; wheat is in demand only for imme-llate 
wants, and maimaioa U» price with duliculiy. 
Rei winter delivered, steod at equal to 43s. 6d. 
to 43s. 3d. per quarter. Dutch markets were 
lower on whoat, but good flour was steadr. 
German advices report Hamburg to have had a 
quiet market for wheat witnnut material altera­
tions in value. Stocks of tine quaiiti-s light, and 
holders linn in general. At èleriin 5vi1e.it 
showed no appreciable change .on the 
spot, flue qualities Boding ready buyers, 
bat Infer or sorts be ar neglected. For 
forward delivery prices were easier. Rye 
was unchanged. At Doth Posth and Vienna 
wneat was improving. Russian reports stale 
theshipmentoof wheat from Uroustact to have 
contmiiou comparatively liberal, those of the 
preced ng wcea amounting to 68,436 qrs., includ­
ing 26.036 qnnrters for Lon on ; but from the 
southern ports, the export movement re,named 
restricted. At Xtoolaletf during the fortnight 
ending oh the 20th ulu, neither a steemer nor a 
Baiting vessel had been los ing ; and at Odessa 
wheat shipments rturiag May were 149.000 ehel- 
werts, against 2J1.0UO in May. 1882. At i.alatz 
Wheat was neglected, and pr.ces were cheaper. 
Oil tnia side several estimates of the probable 
wheat <ield in the States have ap­
peared during the week, which oonc-ur 
in eetlmaung it at about 00 million hushes 
snort o that of last year. It is eoutemieu. 
however, that an increased surplus from 
1 st year's crop will leave the amount avallab e 
for xpor! as large as it was during tie crop year 
182 3. Prices continued declining, with the ex­
ception of a slight recovery on Friday and (Sat­
urday. util ruesdar afternoon, wuen a recov­
ery set in, pikes standing yesterday much tne 
same as „n tne 3ru mst.

PROVISIONS.
Trade—Has generally been very much un­

settled, in sympathy with outside ■markets, 
although holders have been flnn nearly all over.

Butter—still inactive ; the quality of the crop 
has not been equal to expectations, and dealers 
hero have held Oif mo t persistcntlv. No de­
mand has been heard for shipment here, but we 
understand that some sales have been made in 
the country at about 15c. for choice. Of receipts 
on the spot, fc.rc. 0.18 seem to have been taken 
in small lots at 16 to I7c., and th j balance left to 
go into store ; there were some iota of about 25 
robs sold at 16c. yesterday. Dealers have been 
determined to risk nothing this season, and to 
refrain from buying until either prices come 
down here or go up in England. Street receipts 
have been rather on the increase; pound rolls 
have sold at 18 to 19-.. and croc..» at 16c.

CHKcae—The local market naa shown scarcely 
any change ; choice has sold ut 11 to 114c., and 
skim has oeen ootainable down to 9c., but there 
seems to have been verr little ofit moving.

Egos—Receipts have continued large, but 
they have sold fairly well at 15 to 151c. for round 
lots ; any increase in the supply, however, could 
scarcely fail to produce a tall. Street receipts 
fair, and prices steady at 16 to 17c.

Fork—Inactive and rather easier, but not fall­
ing by any means iu sympathy with outside mar­
kets ; small lota 821 at the close, with holders 
steady.
