Frevericksnvra, April 14,

The military condition here has been with-
out incident or interest.  Until Sunday not
even a rumor rippled the quiet surfuce ot the
situation. It wus then reported that the
enemy were on the march toward the United
States Mmne Ford. This conclusion was
based upon ohservations made within their |
lines from elevated poiuts on this side of the
river, but your correspondent has seen ull
that was visible, and cun suy with certainty
that no conmderable force has as yet taken
that direction.
