Divisional Engineer Says G.T.P.
Counting on Completing
Line " to Edmonton.

(From Tuesday’s Bulletin.)

R. W. Jones, divisional enginger -of
the Grand Trunk Pacific railway,. ar-
tived inthe 'city vesterday Trom Sas-
katoon. He has charge of theé divi-
sion gotween ‘Bagkitoon and Edmon-
on, and reports the work of the con-
struction "of the line as progressing as

~rapidly “as can be expected under the

circumstances. , With the ‘opéning of
the Spring, of course, thé'work will be
proceeded ~with “much moré -expediti-
ously. .

Mr..Jones stated that the steel lay-
ing gang were busily engaged east of
Saskatoon laying steel. There was only
a short piece to complete and it was
expected that this would be finished
by the end of March, making an un-
broken line of steel between Portage
la. Prairic and Saskatoon. In less
than six weeks it is announced that
the laying of the steel between Por-
tage and Winnipeg will be completed
and- trains will be running between
Winnipeg and Saskatoon.

“It will be pretty difficult to com-
plete the laying oi the steel from Sas-
katoonn to Edmonton this year?”’ sug-
gested a Bulletin representative.

“Well weé are certainly counting on
having the line ‘built to Edmonton
this vear,” replied Mr. Jones very em-
phatically.

“The distance is about 325 miles
and the greater part of ‘this is graded.
0Of course there is a lot of work to be
done on the Battfe River bridge,which
is a higher and longer bridge than the
one atClover Bar, but it is being rush-
ed ahead as fast as possible and“I do
bot think it will delay the laying of
steel‘at all. The piers are not so large
as those at Clover Bar, owing to the
river being smaller and not €o swift.””

Mr. Jones stated that he had not
heard anything of ‘the plan: to- com-
mence laying steel east from Edmon-
ton this summer. It might possibly
be laid out as far as the Clover Bar
bridge but he did not know that it
wauld be laid east from there.  He
was of the opinion that the gangs
would work westward.

“I firmly believe that trains will
run into Edmonton this year on the
G. T. P..,” concluded Mr. Jones. “‘Ii
may e a little later than was expect-
ed, rbut still *with gocd “weather the
work will be completed very rapidly.”

Mr. Jones has merely come to kd-
monton to se¢ how the work is pro:
gressing at this end of the line. Grad-
ing i finished so far west Irom Sas-
katoon now that he has to go around
by Edmonton and down the C. P\ K,
to. Hardisty- to get: meas :the seene cf
operations.

CONFESSED TO MURDER.

Mystery of Galician Murder at Toulon,
Cleared up by Arrest,

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INDIA' FACING WORST
FAMINE IN YEARS

Drought : Killed * Crops.—~Ground
Baked Hard Under Mot Sun.

Calcutta, March 24.—The ferrible
thing in Indiais not the extrémity of
loeal famines, but the general searcity
throughout the country, proved by
the continual rise “in the  price of
grain. In the Deccan, ™n ‘Eastern
Bengal, in Calcutta, Benares .and
Allahabad, the same complaint is
made. -Within  twenty yeats wages
may have “doubled, but the c¢ost of
common- food has quadrupled, even
when famine prices "have not been
reached, as happens now in large dis-
tricts every year, Lifé s becoming
harder for all working pebple and the
only people who do. not mnotice the
increasing burden are the few who
could not possibly eat up’ théir in-
comes if they tried.” But in the unit-
eéd provinces, gome twenty miles south
of Jumna, 'and Allahabad, the direct
ecause of famine is obvious enough.

No Rain Since Sentember.

Not a drop of rain has fallen since
the first week of Septémber, and day
by .day the suif rise§ cléar in a sky
like steel. As a ‘rule the rain lgsts
till well on i October, and the win-
ter rains began in® December.” " This
season the December harvest was -al-
mokt ruined, and the ground so hard
that scarcely a quarter of the usual
crops could be sown for the greater
harvest that oaght to come’ in March.
If no rain-falls, men who have known
all the <dndian famines - gince the
seventies believe that -this yeai’s
famine will be the worst India has
ever suffered.
