BRUCE WALKER HERE.

Bruce Walker, of Winnipeg, Domin-
ion superinténdent of immigration,
was here on Monday on business for
the Depariment of the Interioe.
While seated in thfe rotumda of the Al
berta Hotel, Mr. 'Walker recalled the
fact that it was five years since he
had visited the city of-Fdmonton.
"“There have been so many changes in
the eity since- then,”” said he, “‘that
it seems as”though some fairy had
passed a magic wand over the city
and uttered the magic word. Five
vears ago the prineipal buildings in
the town were the Queen’s avenue
school and the Presbyterian church
an Josper avenue. Now yvou have
such wide streets, almost palatial resi-
dences along the streets bbétween the
water front and Jasper avenue and
splendid public buildings.

“Fhe progress of the city,” said Mr.
Waiker, “has beecn really. marvellous
when compared with other Canadian
towns and cities, and nearly all of
them have passed under my notice
during the past five years. The city
is ‘rapidly approaching a metropolis
lan status.”

This maorning  he
was operated upon at the Public Hos-
pital and part of the shot, which- had
divided, was extracted. Nothing
serious is expeeted from the wound.

After the judgment had “been given
the' chief of police;. who was - in.court;
ated that he had applied-for:a crown
prosecutor, but the nttorney-general’s
department had thought such were
not necessary and had also pointed
out that the approprictions for crown
prosécutiong were being rapidly taken
uP by the Edmenton palice eourt. The
chief thought the police department
Avere. put -at- a great disadvantage
without a .lawyér to prosecite when
difficult legal points aroze, and they
were .oppesed ‘by. able legal talent.
The question was discussed' at some
length ,and-the Mayor was also called
in to participdte:

It was: generally agreed that the po-
lice were sometimes placed at a great
disadvantage withont legal assistanee
in conducting ¢ases. - It was shown,
however, that the province would es-
tablish a bad precedent by furnishing
a_regular prosecutor in small eases, as
similar requests would come from all
parts of the provinde. It was also
shown that Edmonton' has already

NEW OiL COMPANY.

A comipany of ldcal capitalists has
just Been formed- undér the name of
the Elk- Park Oil Company for de-
veloprients of the oil lands in the
northern part of Alberta.  The com-
pany has aequired 960 acres i the
heart of the Motinville oil belt, which
geologists have declared to be cap-
able of producing-abundant petroleum.

THE FIRST SEPTIC TANK.

AGREEMENT OF SALE CASE.

An importarnt decision was handed
down by Judge Stuart in the ease of
Fertis  and Graves vs.- Mason - and
Finn, which was heard in the Su-
preme Court yesterday. The plaintiffs
in the case had some time ago pur-
chased a section of land known: as
North Delton in the northérn part of
the“eity from. E. D. Grierson,- The
property ‘was purchaseéd on the prin-
ciple.of a nominal cash payment, and
the balance «in instalménts. Subze-
quently the plaintiffs entered into an
agreément . with Masen and Finn for
the gale of & number of lots under
similar. eonditions as stated above,
The defendants failed to meet their
second payment, and a suit was en-
tefed against them,

Judge Stpart, aiter hearing the
case, gave judgment in favor of the
defendants, holdipg that -the plain-
tiffz-were not entitled to recover until
they could show title in their own
name.

ATTEMPTED T0 ‘MURDER
" HIS STEP-SON.

With a bullet hole through hisg body,
entering .at fhé base of his neck: and
coming out’ below the left shoulder
blade* and" blood  streaming from his
biféast ‘and: back; #Harry Dembicki; a
Pole; who lives -at 725A Syndicate
avenue, ran nearly. two blocks Tues-
day ‘afternoon to the Publie Hospital.
Just as he reached the -corner of the
building <he fell. to the ground ex-
hausted. .The nnrses and others who
had been’ attracted by his shouts ran
to the spot_and he was carried into
the building.. From the storieg of the
neighbors. and ~all appearances the
wounded man, who is sti)l alive and
may reeover, was the vietim of a mur-
derous assault by  his - step-father,
Frank Pikarski, with whom he lived
and with whom he has had frequent
quarrels.  Two minutés after the first
rifle shot rang out another was heard,
and- - upon investigation the step-
fatber was found in the loft in the
stable at theé rear of the lot with a
bullet wound on the left side of his
head, but which had no appearance of
proving fatal. ' He had attempted to
commite ‘suicide by~ blowing eut 4is
brains, aftér shooting down hig step-
son,

A few minuntes after the attempted
murder and &uicide & Bulletin repre-
sentative was on-the spot, and with
Sargeant MeCallum -and Sergeant-De-
tective Griffith, of the ecity : police
force, made a minute examination of
the premises.

The: Scene of the Occurrence, '

The *scene of the odcurrénce is the
seeond -lot from the corner of Syndi-
eate avenue and - Isabella street; on
the north-east side. At the front of
the lot is the shaek where the would-
be murderer, with his wife and three
step-children ' live. = Af ‘the rear of
the-lot-and fronting on the lane is
the barn from which the almost fatal
shot was fired by the 25-calibre riffe in
the hands of Pikarski. It - appears
that the latter lay in the loft of the
barn and as his son entered the lane
at the front ‘he carefully levelled the
fire-arm through a hole where the side
wall meets the roof and fired at Dem-
bicki, who was at the time about 20
' The bullet passed
through the body of the man and em-
bedded itself in the house adjoining,
from which it was removed later by
Dy.. Slodne and the Bulletin reporter.

A short time after firing at his step-
son -Pikarski re-loaded and turnéd the
yifle upon himself as he lay in the loft
among the hay.  He wad not' sues
cessful, however, in his attempt to
take his own life, and only :a scalp
wound resulted.

The Attempted Suicide. o

After firing at the young'man thé
would-be murderer, in the solitude of
the hay loft, removed his boot and
seck from his left foot, and with one
of his toes discharged the re-load~d
rifle. Excitement ‘or nervousness,
however, prevented him from &ccéom-
plishing his desired object; and whets
hé: was found several minutes later
hre 'was able to talk and mevé avound.

At the Hospital.®®

At the hospital'it wds found that
the bullet had glanced along the right
side of bis head, inflicting a ‘&ealp
wound -and fracturing: . his skull.
There was no apparent danger of com-
plications. : -

The bullet which passed through
Dembicki was about half an inch long
and about as big round as an ordinary
lead pencil. It was a lead bullet and
thus tore the tissues to a greater ex-
tent than one of harder surface. It
had entered the base of the neck and
passed out below the left shoulder
blad:, passing through the leit lhung,
which bled considerably last evening.

This ferenoon both men were doing
fairly well, though there was some
danger  of  complications in the
younger.,

During the day, Pikarski, who will
be charged, when he sufficiently ie-
covers,.in the police court with at-
temnpted murder, is under the sue-
veillance at the hospital of a  eity
police constable. At night.an orderly
of the hospital, who has been sworn
in as a special constable, has charge
of the man,

Story of Young Man.

The yoéung man, in speédking of the
shooting last' night, said be had been
quarreling with his step-father over
some-land which his motber intended
giving him in preference to her hus-
band. About four o’clock he ahd his
step-father had some words and the
latter made some remark about fixing
him., A few moments later, a3 the
Young man was walking in the lane,
he stopped to pick up a stick. Just
as he straightened himself he heard
the shot ffomn the barn and the, bullet
struck him. He immediately ran for
the hospital.

The Principals of the Affair.

Pikarski is a.man about 48 years of

age-and is known in the city as a
well-to-do foreigner. He has ¢
able property and is thought to have
money. His wife, who has been mar-
ried several times before, is employad
around the city in-cleaning banks and
other publie buildings.
* Dembicki, a sort of the woman by a
former husband, is 22 years of age and
claims ‘to be a German Pole. * He is
unmartied  and ljved. at the : shack
where -the  shooting, took plaee.

Evidence of James Kitchen and Qffi-
cers Harris and Robinson Given
This . Forenocon—Report -of Judge
to be Made Later,

The final hearing -oi ‘the police in-
vestigation heing  held at Strath-
con:y’ 1ok place on' Wednesday before
The . witness, James
Kiichen; whose ‘absenve on previous
accusiongs had eaused several adjourn-
ments, was present, and his evidenece
with that of Constable Harriz aid
Constable Robinson was all that was
taken. Kitchen positively = denied
having paid Patterson any money ior
protection, but admitted that he might
hive told Harris and Robinson that
he did. Both these -officers . later
swore that he told them he had paid
the chiei money for protsction.

The hearing of the other charges of
drunkenuess, abuse, . ete,, was  not
gone ahead with, owing to a fisun-
derstatiding” between'~ Col, - Edwards,
the ccounsel for Harris, and the judge.
Judge Scott thought €ol. Kdwards had
concluded all his evidence,” and &o
noted it, while the latter said he bad
only reference to the charge on which
evidenve had been taken;-viz., that of
receiving protection money irom a
house - of ill-fame.: The judge ruled
that the. entire hearing was con-
cluded.

Judge Scott will make .a report to
the ‘Council probably next Tuesday
exening, embedying his findings.

James Kitchen's Evidence.

James Kitehen was the first wit-
ness called. Before giving his vvi-
dence he asked that the testimony
that-he would give might not be tak-
en against hith i any future pro-
ceedings,

James Kitchien (sworn and examin-
ed by Col, Edwards)—'I.was living
in. Strathcona about ' the month of
July, 1907, I know. Flofence” Miller,
who kept a house of ill fame “gbout
that time. I did not reckive any mon-
ey -irom her about that time to .pay
to the chief of police,

“I. received some money from her
as follows: May .9, $20; June 7, $20;
July 4, $40.-: 1 kept' the money.  She
owed me”$600 borrowed money sinde
about thebeginning. of March, 190%.
I did not veceive $26 from her about
fair time; 1907. Al I know of her
evidence given at this investigation is
what I saw in the papefs,

““} muy have made several state-
mernts about this money. I may have
sgaid\to James. Robinson, police con-
stable, that I had paid to the chief
of police -$25, - I never received any
money {rom-any woman to pay Chiei
Patterson, - If ‘T made this statement
to James Robinson; ¥ did so when un-
der a state of intoxfeation or in ‘a
passion.”’

Q.—Did you make ‘a statement to
i"tank ‘Harrie- that you had paid Pat-
te¥son ‘protection money?
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A.—I don’t think I did, but T might
have done so. -1 could not under oath
gay whether 1 did or not.

Q.—Why did you.ask the protection
of the court before giving evidence?

A.—I was advised to do so,
nothing about the law at all.

Q.—Do you kmow you are liable for

perjury if you make a ialse oath?
A.—1I don’t know if 1 am.
Q.—Did you make a statement to
Frank Harris on the 30th of April

that you had paid protection money ?

A.—I did not,

Continuing, he said he would not
swear under oath that he told Harris
that he paid Patterson for protection
of FlorenceNMiller’s house, He ad-
mitted stating in a previous case that
he had given Patterson $5.

Q.—Did you on a previous occasion
during last winter or epring tell
Frank Harris that yvou had paid the
Chief of Police protection money from
Florence Miller’s house?

A —1 won’t swear. 1 don’t remem-
ser. 1 was under a state of intoxica-
tion almost all last winter.

Continuing—"‘1 never received any
money from Fiorence Miller for pro-
tection, but however I may have told
both Robinson and Harris that T did.,
The -anly interest I had in Florence
Miller’s house was that I lent hei
$600. I may have said anything about
the chief as 1 was on bad terms with
him last winter,

Q.—Were you interested in allow-
ing her house to be carried on un-
disturbed?

A.—I had no interest in the house.

Q.—Did you tell Frank Harris that
you would rather than $500 not being
mixed up in this case?

A.—I may have told him that,

Q." \\'II_\‘ did you do so?

A—Edid not want to he mixed up
in any such cases,. 1 have relations
in the country and 1 did not want
the publicity in this case,

Police Officers’ Evidence,

Col. Edwards then asked that the
evidence of Officers ‘Harris and Robin-
fon be taken ‘to show that they had
reasonable ground for making the
charges against the chief of police.
Judge Seott conzented and Mr. Lavell
pointed out-that any conversation be-
tween the officers and Kitehen was no
evidence aguinst the chiei.

Frank Hatris (sworn)-—1I told Kit-
chen when I served him with the sum-
mons on_April 30 that I wanted him
to tell thes truth,  He then told me
that he nad.paid the 'chiof $25 during
fair week last year in.front of the
Stratheona 'Hotel for the protection of
the house dn which-he was interested.
He ‘was sober at this time, as on the
Previous oceasion just before the first
civie investigition when he first' made
the statéement ‘of paying  the chief
money for protection,

To Mr. Lavell—°At the first investi-
gation 1 said I had charges but T
might or inight not be able to prove
them.” 1 did say that I was not de-

dirous of pressing charges against the

chief.

Jimes Robinson (sworn)—“I am a
constable: of Strathcona. T had a
conversation - with James Kitchen re-
garding a  house keptw by Florence
Miller. To the best of my knowledge
he was sober at the time. It was to
the effect- that he had given Patterson
hush money for protection: There was
a sum mentioned. I think it was $15,
I think this was about the. last week
of December,

Patterson’s Evidence,

Henry Patterson was then called by
Mr. Lavell and, being sworn, said:
“I have been chief of poliee for about
six ‘years. I knew Florence Miller
to see her, but never saw Edna Stan-
ley till I saw-her in court. On the
night of the 19th of March; 1907, Har-
rissand I went out to raid the house,
This house was not in -the limits of
the city till the new aet passed at
last session of the Legislature. The
house was not raided since to my
knowledge, . It was sold and moveld
aawy quite a time afterwards, I nev-
er had any conversation with James
Kitehen, 1 never received money from
Kitchen or either of these women or
anyone else as protection money, I
have knewn Kitchen slightly for over
a year. Apart from the $5 mention-

ed at a previous investigation I never

received any money from Kitchen.”

To Col. Edward—“I did get a sum
of $5 from. Kitchen. I gave warning
to . Beauchamp, . proprietor . of the
Strathcona House to stop gambling,
and he said he musg tell “Jim,” pre-
sumably . referring to Kitchen. He
paid me the $5 without any cause for
it, There was no cause why he should
pay $6 ekxcept as a present at Christ-
mas, Other people made me presents
of: moeney. at Christaras - time. There
were no other gamblers gave me pres-
ents ‘that I 'know of,

“The houserof Florence Miller was
within the .¢ity limits from March,
1907. It was carried on more or less
from that time till August.. There was
no raiding during the summer. In the
spring ex-Mayor Mills directed us 1o
clear out the hause.: I'don’t remem-
ber of his asking me again to raid it
later in the .summier. 1 -did not rve-
ceive any meoney from Kitchen, Mur-
phy, or-any of the women that occu-
pied that-house of ill fame,

This énded- the evidence,

The Counsel Speak.

Col, Edwards then spoke b iefly on
the charges pointing out that Harris
in the previous investigation had not
been allowed to tell what he had been
informed “on the streets. Later-he
was asked to put in the charges to the

yPolice committee. . The whole matter
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had become public property by viriue
of the former .investigation. ~Harri-,
in making thesze charges, had done so
by instructions of the police commit-
tee, and as a result of information
given him by Kitchen and others,
Had Kitchen and Murphy sworn to
the truth oi what they had previously
told, and the ehief had then given
an emphatic denial it would be for
the judge to decided which was telling
the truth. Howeevr, Kitchen has re-
pudiated what he told Harris and
Robinson, Murphy admitted he re-
eeived the money from the*woman,
but kept it for his own use, He could
not ask the judge to find that Patter-
son was guilty of the charges, but he
would ask him to find that Officer
Harris had acted in perfect
faith,

Mr, Lavell said that Officer Harris
hzd been acked by the police commit-
tee tor make the echarges only after
they had appeared in the public press.
Kitchen, aecording to his own evi-
dence, was “‘hot” against the chiei
and would =ay some  -hard- things
against the chief. The faet that Mur-
phy ‘admitted taking thé money and
keeping it for his own use was good
prooi that what he said was: true.

Col. Edwards sail that the other
charges were minor ones, with the
exception of the one of heing drunk
on the street. On this charge one of
the witnesses was in camp at Calgary
and -the:other was out in the countxy
and had telephoned that he was un-
dable to get back to the city in tinie
for-the enquiry;

The judge said that he thought he
had reazonable grounds for assuming
that the counsel had concluded the
case,

Aiter some further discussion the
judge ruled that the case was closed
and the enquiry. adjourned, “Judge
Scott will make his report later,
