THEY INDICATE MANNER OF
DISPOSITION OF A. & G.W, '
BOND °7ROCEEDS,

The estimateé tabled in the Legisia-
tvre yesterday afternoon by Premier

Sifton indicate the manner in whizh

the $7,400,000 proceeds of the A. &
G. W. bonds and the accrued intercst
are ‘to- be disposed of. The entire li-
ability of the province at June 1st,
1810 amounting to $4,815,350 will be
paid iff and the balance $3,156,433 less
the surplus of $305,000 in 1910 will be
vsed in capital expenditure in 1911.

The result of the large contribution
to the’ provincial exchequer is that the
tevenue for 1911 will be more than
&8 large again as that of 1910. In the
latter year the total is $3,078,490
while in the former it is estimated zt
$6,603,177. The result will be that the
expenditure both current and capital
of 1911 will be made without incurr-
ing any permanent indebtedness and
the year will end with the province
cntirely free form debt,exceeding what
is due to the Waterways bondholders.

Among the large items of expenii-
ture for 1911 are $25,000 for immi-
gration and colonization, $7,500 {for
tt.e Premier's expenses attending tae
Coronation, $160,000 for completing
the asylum at Ponoka, $515,000_ rfor
Parliament buildings -at Edmontin,
$60,000 for new Court House at Cal-
gary; $50,000 for Land Titles office
and additional site, Edmonton, $58,333
towards C.P.R. high level bridge, Ed-
monton, and $30,000 for new Govern-
ment house.
