Slight Improvement on 
Upper Labrador.

By the Solway we learn that there 
is a slight improvement in the fishery 
from Batteau to Grandy Hr. Boats 
get 3 to 5 qtls. daily when the weath­
er admits of their getting to the 
grounds but as the season is now so 
far advanced that bad weather is 
looked for and fishermen will soon 
be leaving the coast after shipping 
their catches. At Dead Island and 
Square Island, the fishery is very 
poor. The improvement noted if it 
continues will multiply the total 
catch on the coast considerably.

Since the last report received from 
Hawks Hr. the Whaler Cachelot has 
taken another fish so that her total 
to date is S whales, five of which are 
sperms. The last fish taken was of 
this variety and the yield o foil from 
this species of whale is equal to what 
would be got from 10 fin backs. 
Should the Hawk get some more of 
these fish she will do far better than 
was at first anticipated.
