The Mother Country has been compelled to go
to war and preserve, among other things, the
rights and liberties which we all enjoy as c¢itizens
of the Empire.

Oversea Dominions, has pledged itself to assist
the Mother Country with material help in the
present extremity.

This is to take the form of an inerease of the
Naval Reserve from Six Hundred to One Thous-
and men and the raising of a. Regiment of Five
Hundred men for land serviee abroad, and the
Colony has further undertaken to assume the
full cost of this contingent of Five Hundred men
during the course of the war.
