Mysterious Death.
As we go to press a rather mysterious 

circumstance is being investigated be­
fore Dr. Keating, at Merlihan’a Hotel.

It appears that the wife of Francis 
Parker, a farmer living in Puslinch, sent 
to Dr. Reilly, of Hamilton, a few weeks 
ago, for a woman to do the.work at the 
house in the room of her daughter, who 
left home. Mrs. Catherine Kennedy, V 
ypung widow, came in response, bringing 
a child’about two months old, it having 
been born on the 14th of- April last. 
The child appeared to be quite healthy 
until last Wednesday, when it took 
suddenly ill, and according to the state­
ment of the mother died about midnight. 
The mother had gone out in the even­
ing to milk the cows and left the child 
on the bed. Mrs. Parker, hearing it cry, 
took the child out of bed and put it 
in the cradle with her own child, leav­
ing her daughter to watch it ; and when 
Mrs. Kennedy returned her child was 
in convulsions,and giving every symptom 
that it was dying. The mother avers 
that she said to Mrs. Parker’s daughter 
“You have done something to the child,” 
and that the girl left the room and 
slammed the door, but this statement 
is denied by Mrs. Parker. Dr. Herod’s 
evidence went to. show that the child had 
received an injury, and that there were 
no traces of foul play.

Narrow Escape of Three Persons from 
being Poisoned.

{From a Correspondent)
On Friday afternoon,Mrs. Duceuberry, 

of Acton, stepped into Mr. C. Mander’s 
Drug Store to obtain some tartaric acid, 
io use as a drink combined with baking 
soda. Mr. Mander being in, she obtained 
the tartaric acid from him a? she thought 
and took it home and put about a tea­
spoonful of the drug or acid in h tumbler 
with a teaspoonful of baking soda, an l 
in a few minutes she felt herself getting 
sick at the stomach with inclination to 
vomit. Mr. Dueenberry came in and 
found her in a bad state and im­
mediately gave her some hot water^to 
make her vomit. Then he ran and cidled 
Doctor Carter, who was on the spot in a 
few minutes, as he happened to bo at 
home, and when ho saw Mrs Dueenberry 
he know she had been taking poison, so 
the Dr. wished to see the mixture or acid. 
Ho tasted it and found it to be tartar 
emetic, but as tartar emetic is almost 
tasteless the Dr. took rather too much of 
it and almost lost his life by it. The Dr. 
could not vomit the poison off, and it re­
mained on his stomach until the next 
day, which proettfeed severe cramps and 
inflammation of the stomach. Doctors 
Morrow & McGarvin were called in, and 
by their prompt attention soon subdued 
the cramps and inflammation. But it is 
a question whether the Dr. will 
ever recover from the effects of the poison. 
He started yesterday for the miner? I 
springs in order to try to get his health 
restored. Mr. Dueenberry also tasted 
the drug, and suffered very much, al­
though he vomited pretty freely. He and 
his wife are recovering slowly.

Hamilton, June 3.

At the afternoon session the question 
ps to the character of ministers was re­
sumed.

been submitted to the Presbyterian 
Church of Canada in connection with 
the Church of Scotland, in accordance 
with the laws of the Chnroh, and inas­
much as tho position of the Church, in 
relercnce to tho doctrine, laws and gov­
ernment of the Church of Scotland is 
clearly defined by acts and resolutions 
of this Synod since 1844 ; and inasmuch
