AN OLD CRICKETER DEAD.

Mr. George England, of the Asylum
Staff, Passes Away,

Aged 46 Years-Ons of Ontario's Best
Bowlors —%

Was Sick Fora
Long Time.

The news of the death of \‘r. George
1“"8“‘“‘] gen., of the London Asylum stafi,
will be heard everywhere with the deepest
ragret. The sad event took place at the
lamily residence Sunday morning. Mr.
England was taken il! about two years ago
With pyaemia, a very dangerous discase,
whicih  soon  kecame chronie. The
skill several physicians was un-
able to check it aud last summer
Mr. E :g;;:zd, hoping in this way to gain
healti and strength, had sn arm ampu-
tated. The operation was very sunccessful,
and for 2 time the ceccased showed great
improvement, but the trouble gracually
retlurned.

Mr. England was appointed head baker
at the London Asylum when the institu-
tion was opened, and tlis position
he retained with great ecredit to
himself until a short time ago, when
hz resigned owing to poor health.
Mr. England’s death will be severely felt
by the Asylum cricket team, for in that
organization he was an enthusiastic
worker. In fact he wasone of the proneer
cricketers of the west,and it was ainly
through his efforts tlmc cricket gained such
a strrm;,nold in London. He was
known to every cricketer in the
west, and wherever he went made
scores of friends. Mr. England was
a clever bowier and a strong batter, and
with his able assistance the club carried oft
many a victery. *‘‘l1 do not know what the
team will do without George England,”
said a member of the asylum staff, It is
an irreparnble loss, for George was one of
the best—it not the best—players we eve?
had, When he was in a match the rest ot
the team appeared to play better all round.
I do not know how it was, but it iz a fact.”

Mr. Eongland was 46 years of agg and
leaves a widow and tour children, The
oldest son, William, is superintendent in
the laundry department at the asyium.
Mrs. Collins is a duugtter, and Maud and
George rezide at home. The funeral takes
place tomorrow mo: o'clock.

THE BABY

And Its 13-Year-Old wwse Is Charged
With the Deed,

When she returned
to the house the baby was found to be
sulering greatiy, and shortly afterwards
died from theeilects of supposed poisonring.
It seems thatthere was a bottle of medicine
in the house which was procured by a
brother of the dead babyv for some illness,
The medicine contained strychnine, The
girl, on being questioned, stated that the
baby asked her for the bottle and she
would not give it te bim. The baby then
by some means secured possession of the
bottle and emptied a portion ot the con-
tents into his mouth. This story was not
believed by the parents, and Lulu was
placed under arrest on a charge cf murder.
She was taken before Magistrate Forbes
and remanded for a weex.

The girl denies being guilty of the tere
rible charge.
