The 
clericals, the Gazette says, will next pro­
pose a law to enforce the doctrine of Papal 
infallibility and the immaculate conception.

The news of the death cf Mr. George 
lYnglar.d, sen., cf tiie London Asylum stall, 
will be heard everywhere with the deepest 
regret The sad event took place at the 
tamily residence Sunday morning. Mr. 
England was taken ill about two years ago 
with pyaemia, a very dangerous disease, 
which soon became chronic. The 
skill of several physicians was un­
able to check !t and iart summer 
Mr. England, hoping in this way to gain 
heailn and strength, had an arm ampu­
tated. Tho operation was very successful, 
and for a time the deceased showed great 
improvement, but the trouble gradually 
leturned.

Mr. England was appointed head baker 
at the London Asylum when the institu­
tion was opened, and this position 
lie retained with great credit to 
himself until a short time ago, when 
he resigned owing to poor health. 
Mr. England’s death will be severely felt 
by tlie Asylum cricket team, for in that 
organization he was an enthusiastic 
worker. In fact he was one of the pioneer 
cricketers of the west, and it was mainly 
through his efforts that "cricket gained such 
a stronghold in London. He was 
known to every cricketer in the 
west, and wherever lie went made 
scores of friends. Mr. England was 
a clever bowier and a strong batter, and 
with his able assistance the club carried ofl 
many a victory. “1 do not know what the 
team will do without George England," 
said a member of the asylum staff. “It is 
an irreparable loss, for George was one of 
the best—if not the beet—players we eve? 
had. When he was in a match the rest ot 
the team appeared to play better all round. 
I do not know how it was, but it is a fact.”

Mr. England was 46 years of age and 
leaves a widow and lour children, The 
oldest son, William, i. :uperintendent in 
the laundry department at the asyium. 
Mrs. Collins is a daughter, and Maud and 
George reside at home. The funeral takes 
place tomorrow morning ; t 9 o'clock.

On Friday Mrs. Pierson went 
to the barn to do the milking, and left the 
baby and Lulu alone. When she returned 
to the house the baby was found to be 
sufering greatly, and shortly afterwards 
died from the effects of supposed poisoning. 
It seems that there was a bottle ot medicine 
in the house which was procured by a 
brother of the dead baby for some illness. 
The medicine contained strychnine. The 
girl, on being questioned, stated that the 
baby asked her for the bottle and she 
would not give it to him. The baby then 
by some means secured possession of the 
bottle and emptied a portion ot the con­
tents into his mouth. This story was not 
believed by the parents, and Lulu was 
placed under arrest on a charge ef murder. 
She was taken before Magistrate Forbes 
and remanded for a week.

The girl denies being guilty of the ter* 
rible charge.
