Chicago, Feb. 28.—A Washington 
■pedal to the Times-Herald says: In 
110 years the United States Govern­
ment has lost through dishonest 
agents and officials approximately 
>16,000,000 In the handling of gross re­
ceipts of >2,633,313,548 13. The doings 
of these erring servants, the relative 
frequency with which they make their 
appearance in the several branches of 
the service and the way in which parts 
of the money taken And their way 
back into the treasury form an inter­
esting chapter in the government re­
cords.

Gradually considerable amounts of 
the defalcations are being collected 
by Uncle Sam’s agents. Occasionally 
some bondsman of a defaulter, who 
failed to make good his pledge, has a 
balance due him from the govern­
ment from some contract secured or 
services rendered, which is withheld 
and applied to his former Indebted­
ness. In this way a considerable sum 
has been recovered.

Reimbursements to . the amount of 
many thousands of dollars were se­
cured during the Spanish-American 
war. A number of men who were 
defaulters, or had been on the bonds 
of dishonest agents of the govern­
ment secured positions in the volun­
teer army. In some cases their un­
satisfied obligations had been run­
ning on for a period of 40 years. They 
supposed that the account had been 
lost sight of, and were surprised when 
the paymaster visited their regiments 
and tendered them instead of their 
salary a certificate of receipt for the

HOW ONE MAN PAID.
When officers discovered that they 

were not to receive the cash for their 
services but merely a certificate of 
allowance on their old indebtedness, 
they usually tendered their resigna­
tions. In one case, however, a major 
of volunteers continued to serve un­
til his regiment was mustered out, his 
entire salary being applied to the ex­
tinction of his old debt to the gov­
ernment, while he merely drew his 
subsistence allowance.

At the solicitor’s office in the treas­
ury department is kept a minute re­
cord of all government creditors whose 
terms of service have expired. This 
record dates back to 1789. It includes 
not only a list of defaulters and em­
bezzlers, but a list of their bondsmen 
as well. In some cases the amounts 
are small, while in others they extend 
into thousands of dollars. In nearly 
every case the defaulter has given a 
bond which proved worthless or was 
insufficient to cover the amount of 
his shortage.

POSTAL FUNDS SUFFER MOST.
It is an interesting fact that for 20 

years after the organization of the 
government there was not a single 
defalcation. From 1829 to 1840 short­
ages became more numerous, and from 
18,0 to 1860 there. was a very marked 
increase. Those in the years from I860 
to 1870 exceeded any other similar 
period, as the opportunities for em­
bezzlement were greater.

The postoffice department has been 
since the beginning of the government 
the most fruitful field for defaulters. 
Shortages in the accounts of post­
masters from 1820 to 1880, when the 
system of inspection became extreme­
ly rigid, were of frequent occurrence. 
In most cases the full amount of the 
defalcation was collected from the 
bondsmen. In about 10 per cent of 
these defalcations, however, the bonds 
proved to be practically worthless. 
Shortages for small amounts were 
usually paid promptly by the bonds­
men, but when it came to settling for 
a large amount recovery was more 
difficult.

So much trouble was found in com­
pelling bondsmen to make good the 
amount of their pledges that the gov­
ernment had in recent years adopted 
the policy of encouraging bonds by 
companies organized for that purpose. 
There are two advantages in this? 
First, a federal official realizes when 
he has a company on his bond that 
If he has a shortage in his accounts 
no mercy will be shown him. This 
has a tendency to make him careful. 
Second, the government has no diffi­
culty In exacting the bond from the 
company, for the latter realizes that
