Although extremely heavy, the sums 
newspapers have to pay as the re 
suit of the decisions of the juries, they 
are nothing compared with the amount 
paid annually to settle their other 
actions. Hardly a day passes that 
London newspapers do not have to pay 
out large sums in settlement of claims 
for alleged libel, doing so because it 

is considered cheaper to do so than 
1to fight a case against a man who 
might not be able to pay the costs If 
he happened to lose. Only last week 
an illustrated paper paid a waitress 
$500 in settlement of a claim for dam- 
ages based on a comic picture labeled 
"the Stout Waitress’ A waitress in 
a city restaurant brought an action, 
claiming damages for "ridicule," and 
the paper was advised to pay. al­
though the artist was ready to bring 
forward the model, who sat for the 
picture, and was prepared to swear 
that he had never seen the city wait­
ress who claimed that the picture was 
a caricature of her.

This is only one of the thousands of 
cases that never reach the courts. 
Those that do go before a jury have, 
at least recently, ended in the assess­
ment of heavy damages against the 
newspaper, sometimes for the most 
trivial comment.
