The Aylmer Canning Company pays
from $21 to $25 a ton for peas; at
Hamburg, N. Y., the price is $45 a ton,
The Elgin farmer gets just half the
amount coming to the New York far-
mer. Recognizing tkat under reci-
procity have to pay more
and consequently charge the whole-
s‘ulers a higher price, the canneries
have already advised the dealers to
secure canned vegetables early. Evi-
dently it is not thought that the price
to the ultimate consumer can be
screwed up much, if any higher, be-
cause of American competition under
the pact. But the canners themselves
ought to make more money, with the
broadening of their market, In spite of
paying mosre to the producer and
charging thelr consumers both Cana-
dian and American no more. A smaller
margin of profit, coupled with larger
sales, . will be. the result of the pact
in many lines of food, to the advan-
tage in time of all parties, former,
consumer and middleman.
