Fast Growing Rumor That the
Overseas Contingent Will
Be Sent There.

Training Before Going Woul
Be Done in Africa as
Well as Aldershot.

Unconfirmed reports that, however,
are given credence in local military
circles, declare that instead of, being
sent to England the first Canadian over-
seas contingent will be sent to Egypt.

In spite of the number of ex-imperial
service men in the Canadian contingent,
the majority of the men are either
“rookies,” with only a.few weeks camp
arill to rub off the spots of civilianism,
or men who have done their drill .in
the armories -of city corps. This fact,
officers say, would preclude any early
transfer to the European seat-of war.
Long training at Aldershot, . or .some
other English camp grounds, would have
to be put in before -the troops  would
pass muster before® Lord Kitchener.
Kitchener has been sending only trained
men to the front and despite the eager-
ness of Canadians to come in. touch
with the enemy, ‘it is hardly likely
that he would make any exception in
their favor.

There are a number of trained -Brit-
ish troops in Egypt at the present time,
and in order to release these troops
from garrison duty it will be necessary
to provide substitutes. There is a fast-
growing opinion that the. Canucks will
be these substitutes.

In Egypt the troops could be ‘licked
into shaps” as well asat Aldershot and
would, at the same time, be doing the
work of the British regulars previously
stationed there. After six months or
a year of training they would be:1,000
per cent better able to go into the
European struggle than now and would
be available to be drafted to the con-
tinent while their places were taken by
possibly a second Canadian or colonial
contingent that could be put through
the same process of training.

FOREGN RESERVTS
O UP HTTEMPTS

Detectives Say the Would Be
Allies of Kaiser Are Not
Coming Through London.

Have Austrian and German reservists
given up the attempt of “‘making’” the
United States through the main line of
the Grand Trunk through London? De-
tectives are inclined to believe that they
have.

Since seven Austrians, thought to ‘be
army reservists, were taken from a
Grand Trunk express train on Friday.
when they were about to make a ‘‘get-
away’’ to Detroit, no further arrests
have been made. Detectives have
watched the through trains, both east
and west, carefully. ~Inm addition to this;
smaller stations along the line have. been
asked to communicate with the authori-
ties in this city whenever any suspicious
characters entrain at their station, Since
Friday there.-has heen no.information of
this kind  forthcoming.

Rumors that reservists and sympa-
thizers are leaving this district- by way
of Port Stanley are constantly. reaching
the ears of the authorities of- this. city.
While there is .no official confirmation
for the statement, it is hinted that these
‘rumors are heing thoroughly.probed by
the authorities.

! It is known that many Austrians were
{on their way to Detroit, that they num-
bered many more than the few appre-
hended here. London is on the main
line to the City of the Straits. It fol-
lows then, that through this city is the
natural way for the reservists to pass.

That the arrests that have been made
so far have frightened those who are
leaving the country to fight with the
allies of the Kaiser, is evidenced by the
sudden falling off of transients of sus-
picious bearing, it is said.

What is puzzling the authorities now
is how the men are crossing the border.
While at first little credence was placed
in the stories of crossing Lake Erie at
night in swift steam launches, the lack
of any other means of exodus, makes
the rumor seem piobable. i
