VENEDIL NEASURES NEGESSA

Recommendations of the Commissian
Should Be Embodied in Regulations
for Both Sides of Boundary

“That the fishing industry of the
Fraser River district cannot’be main~
tained under existing conditions, and
will be destroyed unless radical meas-
ures for its conservation are adopted
and made applicabie to waters on both
sides of the international line.” This
is one of the most important state-
ments made by Fisheries Commiss
sioner Babcock in his:report for  the
year 1908,
among - .members  of ' the - provincial
legislature yesterday afternoon. {
Y the adoption of  the
‘recommendations, contained in- the re-
ports of: the Dominion fisheries com-
mission, asserting that if these were
smbodied "in regulations applicable te
both our own and American waters,
the decline that is at present so
noticeable in the size of the runs of
salmon to the Fraser River will be
arrested and eventually resuit in their
increase.” i

The fisheries commissioner’s Teport,
which is addressed to Attorney-Gen-
er?,I Fulton, reads in part as follows:

‘During the'year I again made a
thorough 1inspection of the fishing
grounds of the Fraser River district, on
both sides of the international line;
and of the spawning grounds of the
Fraser River and its prineipal tribu-
taries, for the. purpose of informing
myself of the existing conditions of
the fishery industry, so that I might
intelligently- report on the efliciency of
the fishery regulations, the- number of
salmon which reached the spawning
beds, ‘and the results obtained at the
hatcheries. :

“In connection with these - duties,
and as a part thereof, I devoted, with
your consent, a considerable part of
the year to investigating the salmon
and other fisheries of the province, as
a member of the British' Columbia
fisherfes commission,
under the direction of the minister of
marine and fisheries of the Dominion
government. You are acquaintedwith
the fact that this commission was
appointed by the Dominion gowvern-

{ment during the« summer of 1905 to

inquire into and report. upon all the
fisheries of the province,-and also to
discuss, with a sinttlar board apveint-
ed by Governor Mead of the state of
Washington, measures necessary to
preserve- the salmon fisheries of Brit-
ish Columbia and the state of Wash-
ington.

" Work of Commission

“During . the year . the . Canadian
commission held many public as well
as executive meetings. - Hyidence was
taken publicly, in all the leading fish-
ing centres of the province, of fisher-
men, canners and others, and a careful
examination was made of the salmon
fishing grounds, and the methods used
for the capture of salmon in both the
province and the state of Washing-
ton. Though .my ‘work for the past
five years has made me well acquaint-
ed with the various features of the
salmon fisheries, the public sittings of
the commission again enabled me to
confer with those most vitally con~
nected with the salmon fishing indus-
try from every section of the prov-
ince, and ‘to discuss with the Wash-
ington commissiochers measures .look-
ing to the perpetuation of the salmon
which pass  through parts :of Puget
'Sound to the spawning beds of the
Fraser River. :

“The work of the commission is not
yet econcluded, and will not be until
next year; but that part of it which
relates to the salmon fisheries, and its
conferences and agreements with the
Washington commission, is summar-
ized in two interim reports which have
been made to .the commissioner, and
which; because of their interest to our
fishing folk, are made a part of the
appendix to this report, together with
excerpts from the testimony publicly
given - before the .commission. It t
recommendations. of - the commission
shail. be embodied in regulations ap-
plicable to both our own and Ameri-
can waters, I believe the decline that
is at present so noticeable iR the size
of the runs of salmon to the Fraser
River will be arrested, and eventually
result in. their increase. 2

A Small Catch

“The catch of sockeye salmon in the
Fraser River district this year was
one of the smallest in the history of
the developed industry.

The decline in the catch in each of
the past six years is so pronounced as
to clearly indicate that there is some
continuous action at ~work which
threatens the destruction of. the in-
dustry.

The fact that the average life of
the sockeye salmon is only four years,
and the further fact that the run in
the Fraser river district in.a -given
year depends primarily upon the fish
hatched from the eggs deposited with-
in the Fraser watershed during the
fourth preceding year, is now gener-
ally acknowledged by those acquaint-
ed with the industry as 'to Trequire
no argument here to support the
statement. If it be true thAt the run
this year was the product of the sal-
mon which spawned on the Fraser
watershed in 1902, it becomes a mat-
ter of interest, in considering  this
year's run, to ascertain what were
the conditions on. the 'spawning
grounds that year; what numbers of
breeding fish reached and deposited
their eggs there, and what was the
result of the hatchery operations that
season,

In 1902, in the performance of my
duties, I made a thorough ‘inspection
of the spawning 'beds. In my re-
port of that year to the government
I sald: “During the [entire- spawn-
ing season of 1902 I devoted as much
time to the examination of the ex-

ser ‘and Thompson rivers as the lim-
ited season would permit. At all
the points visited in 1901 spawning
fish were seen in' great numbers,
while during the past season but few
were seen, and at some places none
at all. If the size of the run of fish
in the Fraser for a given' year is de-
pendent upon the abundance of fish
upon the spawning grounds ' during
the spawning period four years pre-
vious, as the canners and fishermen
claim, and as the records manifestly
demonstrate, and as I believe, the run
in 1905 will be large and the run in
1906 small. * * * * My jmpres-

8ion, -formed . fromn observing the
abundance of ‘fish upon the spawning
grounds of the Fraser river in 1901,
have been materiglly : inodified .in my
observations during  the' past season;
and I am now strongly led to conclude
that the seasons and regulations . for
the catching of sockeye, that proved
so effective in allowing them to reach
the spawning. grounds in 1901, were
altogether inadequate to produce the
same ‘results in 1902. Anyone who
witnessed the great number of ' fish
on the spawning grounds of the Fra-
ser and Thompson rivers in 1901, and
their scarcity in 1902, cannot help
being impressed with this conclusion.”

Alarming Decline

The run this year confirms the con-
clusions which I :sought to convey to
the government in 1902. In view of
the fact that the eatch of 1903 was
62 per .cent less than that of the
previous ' fourth year, 1899; that the
catech of 1904 was: 65 per cent less
than that of 1900; that that of 1906
was 22 per cent less than in 1901;
that the catch of this yeaf is 26 per
cent less than that of 1902, no other
conclusion can be reached than that
the great fishing:industry of the Fra-
ser river district is declining . at an
alarming  rate, !’ cannot be long
maintained undgr existing conditions.
The methods employed to capture the
Tun are more effective now than here-
tofore,. a greater effort is made to
catch the fish, the capacity for hand-
ling those taken has been increased,
the demand is greater than eight
vears ago, and the prices paid for the
fish this year higher than ever before.
Under such -conditions - the failure to
catch an equal or a larger number of
fish causes me to conciude that it is
due to their scarcity; that is, if the
fish were as abundant  as formerly
they would now, be caught in greater,
instead of lesser numbers. Unlike
many other salmon rivers in which
the run has declined, the spawning
beds of the Fraser and its tributaries
have not been destroyed by the diver-
sion of water for irrigation purposes,
nor the polluting of its waters by the
refuse from various . manufactories.
There .are not eanals that -divert its
waters and interfere with the sea-
ward migration of the young salmon.
Fewer adult and immature salmon
are destroyed on the headwaters. of
the Fraser today than at any previous
time, because there are fewer Indians
now, and those remaining depend
more upon agriculture than upon fish
for food.
Excessive Fishing

For five years—including six
spawning seasons—I . have carefully

he | studied the conditions on the Fraser,

and I can find no other explanation
for' the pronounced decline in its fish-
ery. than excessive fishing. Apparently
90 per cent of the salmon captured
annually in the Fraser river district
are taken in the salt, water ap-
proaches to that river .and in its low-
er channels. . The balance are taken
on ‘the upper fishing limits 'of  the
river channel during the twenty-four
to thirty-six hours immediately ‘fol-
lowing the weekly closed period of 36
hours. - If, during -the time  fishing
iz permitted, any considerable' num-
ber of salmon successfully passed
through the trap and net-fished wa*
ters outside the channels of the river,
and the nets used just inside the
‘channels, nets in the upper reaches
of 'the river would take fish during
the same time, but-the fact is  that
they ‘do not, save in the hours men-
tioned.  Nets would not be used dur-
.ing the sockeye season of the poor
vears in the upper reaches of the
Fraser if there were not weekly clos-
ed period, because their use would be
profitless. Under present conditions
their use there is very profitable, be-
cause they catch the fish which are
permitted to pass through the waters
below during the 36 hour weekly
closed period; which fact, if the fish
were permiited to reach the spawn-
ing- grounds, would result in  the
hatcheries being filled to their capa-
eities, and furnish _sufficient spawn
to stoek the natural beds. There is
no - question but that a sufficient
number of sockeye are permitted to
pass through the waters of the Sound,
the gulf and the lower channels of
the river, and which reach the wup-
per channels, during-the weekly closed
period of 36 hours, to insure the pro-
duction of future runs, provided they
were unmolested in the upper fishing
lNmits for 24 to 36 hours longey. The

tance during the closed period. Such
a condition did not exist when the

*l fishing was mainly carried on in the

river proper. It came about with
‘the intreduction of traps in. American
iwaters, which compelled a great ma-
jority of our. fishermen to  extend
thelr operations to all the discolored
waters of the Gulf of Georgia.

4 Americans Responsible
. The regulations governing the cap-
ture ‘of fish from ‘the Fraser river
in the province were sufficient to pre-

to the time when the Americans began
to avail themselves of the movements
of the Fraser Tunning salmon through
their waters. Had the Americans not
engaged . in the industry there prob-
ably would@ not have been a décline in
the run.  When they entered the field
in 1894 the catch was gradually on the
increase until 1897, when it was more
than doubled. As there were no regu-
latlons_ot a protective nature in effect
in their waters (none were enacted
until® 1905), the drain on the run be-
came too great, for in order to meet
the  demands of our markets our fish-
ermen were compelled to adopt more
effective measures for catching fish
and enlarge the fishing area. Nets
were made longer and Jdeeper. ' The
fishing which had formerly been con-
ducted in the river was extended far-
ther ‘and farther out into the Gulf of
Georgia, until ail the waters in which
gill-nets could be successfully used
were covered,’ and ‘traps were placed
in the salt waters “of Judn 'de Fuca
Strait. Without closed seasons in
American waters, and with onlv slight
and. unimportant changes made in our
own vregulations, it is not surprising
that under the changed conditions the
runs began to decrease in size, and
| that the spawning beds were inade-
quately seeded. The fact that the
number and’ capacity of the hatcheries
were being'ingreased appears to:have
satisfied some people that they would
counteract .the diminishing numbers
which reached the spawning grounds.
If so, they can no longer. expect them
to do so, for the reason that hatcheries
are valueless unless filled with eggs;
and eggs cannot be obtained if.g suffi-
cient number of fish are preévented
from reaching them. The hatcheries
of the Fraser have not so far sarved
the purpose for which they were con-
structed, and they never will until such
regulations are enacted as will permit
a sufficlent number of spawn-fish to
reach the 'spawning grounds, and
thereby enable the hatcheries to secure
sufficient eggs to stock them. Shorten
the length of the fishing area, and the
benefits expected from  the weekly
closed season, and the establishment
and operation of the hatcheries will
manifest themseives.

Commissioner’s Conclusions

“For the sake of brevitv and be-
cause I am convinced that there is no
necessity for more arguyment in sup-
port of my deductions, permit me to
submit the following summary of the
conclusiens which 1 have reached
after five years’ study of the fisheries
of the Fraser river district:

“1. The run of sockeye salmon to
the Fraser River district is decreasing,
as is particularly demonstrated by (a)
the decreasing catch, notwithstanding
the increased  efficiency of fishing
methods and. apparatus, and the in-
creased demand for fish; ~ (b) the fail-
ure -té secure eggs for the hatcheries;
(c) the conclusions announced in the
reports ' of  government agents who
have studied the conditions on both
the fishing and spawning grounds;
(d) and by the testimony of the ma-
jority of fishermen, canners and ob-
serving persons living' on the head-

aters of the Fraser River and its

ributaries. -’ i g e

“2. The decrease in the run of sock-
eye salmon to the Fraser River district
is due to excessive fishing, which is
demonstrated by (a) the failure of fish
to reach the spawning grounds; (b)
by the failure to catch them  in the
upper reaches of the fishing limits of
the river proper, except during the 24
to 36 hours immediately following the
weekly ciosed period; (e¢) the opinion
of the great majority of the fishermen
and canners on both sides of the inter-
national line; and (d) by the con-
clusions of the government agents who
have made a detailed study of the
industry.

Seton Lake Hatchery

“The season’s operations .at the
Seton Lake hatchery were only mod-
erately successful, though the number
of sockeye which entered the weirs at
the outiet of the lake greatly exceeded
the number efther in 1903 or 1904.
Owing to excessive and unusual rains
d¢he weirs which impounded the fish
were destroyed, and the fish escaped
before they were spawned. Retaining
weirs were placed in Lake Creek, at
the outlet of Seton Lake, early in July.
The first sockeye entered them on July
25, and they continued to arrive until
August 17, when the run ceased. Ap-
proximately 3000 reached the lake in
July, and 12,000 in Awgust. A few
hundred - sockeye, spring - and cohoe
salmon came in October. There were
no humpbacks  this year. The fish
this year were larger and stronger and
in uch better condition than last
season.  As the number which entered
the. weirs at the hatchery was larger,
and arrived earlier than expected, we
decided not -to hold them between the
weirs at the outlet of Seton Lake, but
aliowed them to pass into it and held
them there by constructing a weir.at
the head of the lake, at the mouth of
Portage-Creek, the large stream which
eonnects Seton and "Anderson lakes.
When that weir fas in Dplace we
counted the fish -as they passed into
Seton Lake as accurately as it was
possible to make such a count, and
they numbered 15,000, approximately.
Seton Lake is 18 miles long and an
average of one mile in width. It is a
significant fact that it took the sock-

miles of almost currentless water.
Last year it took thase liberated. 103
hours to. make the distance. On Sep-
tember 6 the weirs at the mouth of
Portage Creek were destroyed by a
cloudburst. As soon as the weir was
destroyed and the impounded fish
began to pass up Portage Creek en
route to Anderson Lake, the Indians
along the banks began to net, spear
and gaff them. An examination of

a day or two after the flood disciosed
that they contained fully 5000 sockeye
which had not spawned. No estimate
was made of the number of similarly
destroyed sockeye by the Indians at
the head of Anderson Lake. During
the day previous to the washing out of
the weirs, and for & day or two after-
wards, we succeeded in collecting
1,250,000 sockeye eggs. Had we been
able to retain the fish which were lib-

erated, the collection of eggs would

+

vent their decrease or extermination up |
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have exceeded 8,000,000, /though the
males greatly exceeded the females in
number.

“In October and -November -we ob-
tained 2,500,000 eggs from late running

fish.

 Arrangements to Partial Coke Supply
From the East

Grand Forks, April 22.—The strike of
coal miners at the Crow’s Nest coal
mines is not likely to seriously affect
the working of the 'Granby company
although it may stop operations at the
other two Boundary smelters, as both
the Greenwood and Boundary Falls
plants have been obtaining their coke
‘from the Crow’s Nest mines, while the
Granby company, although getting the
pbulk of their coke from the same dis-
trict, has also taken time by the fore-
lock and has made arrangements with
the eastern coke markets-in the east-
ern states, so that should the Crow’s
Nest mines remain idle, even for
months, the Granby smelter would at
least be able to operate three or. four
furnaces by receiving shipments of
coke from the East. This announce-
ment although not official is sufficient
to do away with any fear that the
Granby plant will be idle.
