Free Canals.

1t is evident that the battle of the canals
has commenced in earnest and that if
Canada wants to come out at the big end
of the horn she will have to bestir herself.
o half measures will do. The St. Law-
rence route must not only be asfree but as
efficient as the Erie, Canada must not
and cannot stand still in this respect, It
is, therefore, with pleasure that we hear
thay a permanent organization with
branches all over the country, and with its
headquarters at Montreal, is $o be formed
to he called *“The Free Navigation League
of Canada,” of which Mayor Beaugrand is
president, Hugh McLennan, chairman, and
Andrew Allan, Andrew Robertson, Alder-
man Grenier and Alphonse Desjardins,
vice presidents. This is not & local but &
national matter, and we sincerely hope she
boacds of trade and commercial institn
tions throughout the country will do their
best to second the efforts of their Mon-
treal brethren. With that practical fore-
gight that distinguishes them oup
neighbors are thus early taking
steps to counteract anything we may
do, and it, therefore, behoves us not to let
the grass grow under our feet, Asa proof
of the importance attached to the question
on the other side it is only necessary to
state that the New York board of trade
recently sent out circulars through the
state proposing the formation of a perma-
nent union for ‘the protection and improve-
ment of the state canals, The meeting is
to beheld early in July,. The idea, and ®
correct one, too, embodied in the circular,
is that tho canals are now: ‘more valuable
than ever before, as the regulators and
controller of freight, and that they should,
therefore, be placed in & condition of
thorough repair and efficiency. The pro-
posed improvements will cost about three
million dollars, Theprincipal improvement
“to be urged by the new organization will
oonsist in the widening and deepening of
the channel and enlargement of the locks,
so that ‘the capacity of the water-
ways will be increased threefold,
At present only one boat carrying 8000
bushela of grain can be locked through,
while under the pr posed plan two larger
boats each carrying 12,000 bushels of grain
will be locked througn simultane usly, In
the face of this action our boards of trade,
snd- the country at large, can see how

urgent is the situation,

With regard to the judges of the lsad:
Baron Bramwell,one of the highest judicial
authorities in England has written & pam-
phlet in favor of theuse of drink (in mod-
eration) and says he is not going to make
excuses, eto,; for doing s0, as his oatise is
just, moral snd in conformity with the
practice of all mankind. He states that
the prohibitionista have said and have been
permitted by their opponents to say: “We
are the righteous, the good, the virtuous;
you are the wicked, bad and vicions,”
Lord Bramwell proves conclusively that
prohibition is a tyrsanical interference
with civil rights and social liberty, and
says: “Coercive legislation is unwise, un-
just and subversive of British freedom.”’

As inspectors of prisons are competent
and reliable witnesses I will quote from last
year’s snnnal report of Maine Inspectors.

W e oan compare this statement with the
boast recently- made in s letter of Gen.
Neal Dow’s that & German recently ar-
tived from fatherland could not procurein
Portland a glass of his national beer with
which to refresh himself !’ Tt corroborates
Archbishop Lynch again—beer is abolished
but drunkards can get all the whisky they
want, There were committals to jail in
1884,1316 for drunkennets alone, Penob-
scot county,in which prohibition is not en-
forced,made the fewast committals in pro-
portion to its population - 1 in 422 —while
Cumberland county, the test connty, where
the 1aw is strictly enforced, and in which
is Portland, the home of Gén Neal Dow,
the committals are 1 to 223—anothér proof
of the failure of prahibition. :

The same local journal informs ns that
Cardinal Manning is every week *‘lifting
ap his voice in favor of prohibition in the
oﬁ‘l land,” This statement reminds one of
the story of the three black crows; it
has its foundation in this: once, when
speaking forcibly against drankenness af a
temperance congress in Liv 1, Cardi-
nal Manning said, “It is mooEery $o ask
us to put down drunkenness b moral and
religious means when the legis tion facili-
tates the multiplioation of the incitements
to intemperance on every side. I must
say that a Maine law is an extreme remedy;
but I have shown that there is an extreme
evil and if all possible femporizing measures
will not remedy the evil, then let as try an
extreme remedy,” Cardinal Manning could
not advocate prohibition, it is contrary fo
Catholic doctrine. We must consider also
$hat his eminence was speaking in Liver-
pbl where, as in Glasgow, there is a saloon
or tavern for every 14 or 16 families, where
the sheriff states 25,000 or 30,000
go to bed drunk  every Saturday
pight.  Cardinal Manning  said if
all temporizing means failed,” and this
wag an anewer to the extreme temperance
advocates, The London Universe, May
9th, gives An account of a speech made by
Cardinal Manning at & tempérance meeting
under the auspices of the League of the
Croes, & temperance sociefy at Hounslow.

But in the 16th chap., **And of the
fruits of palms and grapes ye obtain
intozicating drink, and also good mourish-
ment,” 80 1 suppose the medicinal use of
drink is admitied. Perhaps Mahomet
allowed it to be sold by vendors of drugs,
etc, So it is in the Koran these preachers
of prohibition ought to take sapientibus
verbum sat.

One word more to $he reverend bull-
dozers. As they have announced in their
conference that ‘“‘they will go to the polls
and fight, as thé Methodist body numbered
one-third of the population of Ontario,”
they will nnseat all daring members who
showed manly courage and pluck enough
to vote in the commons on the side of
christianity and civil liberty, honesty,
justice and common sense, in other words,
to vote for the beer and wine amendmente,
They say 50,000 people voted for the Scott
act.
