FORECAST OF THE SPEECE PROM
THE THRONE,

References Made to Sir John Thompson's
Death, the Manitoba Remcdial Order,
the Newfoundiand Conference and Pro-
posed Legisiation — Labrador's Rich
Mineral, Timber and Fishery Resources.

Ottawa, Ont., April 17.—There isa de-
cidedly sessional aspect about the Capi-
tal to-night. What with the arrival of
members and local excitement about the
bye-elections, the rotunda of the Russell
House presented a scene of great ani-
mation for several hours this evening.
As usual, members from distant consti-
tuencies are the firpt to arrive. Prince
Edward Island, Nefv Brunswick, Manito-
ba, the Territori§s and British Colum-
bia are all well represented.

It is notable that leading Reformers
are on the ground sooner than Conserva-
tives. Mr. Laurier arrived two days ago,
and to-day he was joined by Mr. Mills,
Mr., Edgar, Major Sutherland, George
Casey, John Charlton and other well-
known men on the front Opposition
benches. It is surmised that they are
here to devise a line of action in refer-
ence to the address. It is fully expected
that an amendment will emanate from
the Opposition benches.

Forecast of the Queen’s Speech

The Speech from th2 Throne was finally
approved~by His Excellency to-day. It
is expected that the Governor in his
address to the two Houses will make a
feeling reference to the sudden and la-
mented death of Sir John Thompson
and to the grevious loss Canada, thereby
sustained. It would be fitting on Hie
Excellency’s part to mention the deep

manifestations of sorrow with which
the intelligence of the late Premier's
death was received throughout the em-
pire,

Correspondence has taken place in re-
gard to the French treaty, and the
Governor will probably say that, as
satisfactory assurances have been re-
ceived from Her Majesty's Government
respecting the interpretation of certain
clauses, ratifications be exchanged when
legislgy)‘n has been passed.

An Sutcome of the Colomial Conference
is seen in the recent action of the Im-
perial Parliament, by which various Aus-
tralasian Governments have been enabled
to eater into preferential trade relations
with other self-governing colonies of the
empire. This action furnishes gratifying
proof that the suggestions of the Colon-
ial Conference are regarded in a favor-
able light by the British authorities.

As already foreshadowed the speech will
make mention of the Manitoba: school
question. The recent judgment of the
Judicial Committee of the Privy Coun-
cil declared that the dissentient minor-
ity in Manitoba had a constitutional
right of appeal to the Governor-General-
in-Council agaiust two acts passed by
the Legislature of Manitoba in relation
to education. That appeal has been
heard and the decision of the Governor-
in-Council communicated to the Legisla-
ture of the province. | Papers on the
subject will be promised.

Reference to the prevailing depression
in. trade may be looked for,
1y ‘Canada has suffered to a less degree
than most other countries. While value
of our foreign trade has kept up, yet
owing. to the low prices prevailing and
recent reductions in the tariff there has
been a serious decrease in the reven-
‘ue, thereby rendering strict economy ne-
cessary in every branch of the public ser-
vice. ¢
The Governor-General during the recess
‘visited different portions of Canada, and
he will probably allude to the, loyalty
and public spirit of the people as pub-
licly evinced wherever he went.

jth referencc to the recent New-
ourdland negotiations the speech will
probably say. it will be a subject of gen-
eral congratulation, if the negotiations
now pending result in the incorporation
of the island into the Canadian confed-
eration.

Among the measures which will likely
be promised is vne respecting bankruptey
and insolvenvy, another on joint stock
companies ; insurance, Dominion notes,
Dominion lands, Indians, Northwest Terri-
tories, representation and a bill respect-
ing a land subsidy to the Canadian Pa-
cific.

Australia and the Cable. '

Mail advices were received by the Gov-
ernment to-day from Australia in refer-
ence to the Pacific cable. They come
from both official and private sources,
and evidemce that in all parts of the
Australasian colonies the importance of
the alternative line of communication is
fully recogmized and that the establish-
ment of a line as suggested by Canada is
leading to a {favorable consideration.
Some of the governments have already
affirmed the principle of state ownership
and no valid objection is made to the
project in-.any other colonies. Hopes are
expressed that the Home Government
will now take speedy action in the direc-
tion of appointing a joint commission for
the -purpose of working out the details
such as was suggested by Canada some
weeks ago.

Labrador’s Valuable Minerals.

The report of A. P. Low of the Geolog-
ical Survey on his explorations in the
great Labrador peninsula was published
to-day. He and his colleagues in two
years traveled 5660 miles in Labrador.
Mr. Low makes mention of numerous
belts of good commercial timber, mostly
spruce, balsam, poplar and white birch.
All lakes and rivers of the interior were
found well stocked with fish, those of the
vastere watershed especially so. Lake
trout, often of large size, brook trout
up to seven pounds weight, large white-
fish, pike, landlocked salmon and two
kinds of sucker were all taken almost
everywhere. The-most important geo-
logical information obtained is the dis-
covery of a great and hitherto unknown
area of cambrian rocks, extending north-
west from north latitude 53 degrees be-
yond the west side of Ungava Bay. These
rocks are made up of a great thickness
of conglomerate, sandstones, slates,shales
and limestone, together with intrusive
igneous rocks. Their chief economic val-
ue is due to the immense amount of bed-
ded iron ore found along with them. The
ores are chiefly specular and red hema-
tite, with beds of siderite or carbonate
of iron. Thie¢k beds of fine ore, associat-
ed with jasper, were met with in many
places, both on the Ungava adn Hamil-
ton Rovers, and the amount seen runs
up into millions of tons. Owing to their
distance ‘from the seaboard these ored
are at present of little value, but’ the
time may come when they will add great-
ly to the wealth of the country.”

‘A Catholic,” Says, Archbishop Langevinm,
. ““Who Does Not Follow the Hierarchy
¥s No More a Catholic.”

Winnipeg, Man., April 16.—Since
beginning of the Catholic school
in this country, nothing has ¢
greater sensation than the anno
of the Catholic archbishop that
lics who henceforth lend their ajd-
influence to those who would abolish
Catholic parochial schools will be excom-
municated.

Mauy prominent Catholics have ex-
pressed thémuelves in favor of a National
school system; and among these the an-
nouncement has created consternation.

At tirst it was thought to be simply
& move on the part of Archbishop Lange-
vin, made without authority, but yes-
terday it wags learned positively that
Archhishop Lengevin’s action is baséd on
authority received direct from Rome. He
received a papal encyclical on the gues-
tion last week. -

The encyclical points out that the cases
in the United States are not analogous
with those .in Canada, and particularly
in Manitoba. It states that Catholia

the

schools were guaranteed by treaty and

by the constitution, while no such guar-
antee was given in the United States.

It declares that the %arochial schools
belong to Manitoba Catholics by right
of treaty, and it affirms that Catholics
who continue to lend aid to those who
would take away those rights shall not
be received into communion with the
church, v

Archbishop Langevin, in speaking of
the matter, was most emphatic. These
were his words: “The hierarchy of the
Catholic Church has spoken, and all
those who do not follow the hierarchy,
are not Catholics. I declare, as a bishop,
and I day it with plain authority, that -
a Catholic who does not follow the hier«
archy on the school question is no more
a Catholie,”

1t is reported that a meeting of Roman
Catholie dignitaries will shortly be held
in New York city to discuss and take
some action in the Manitoba school ques«
tion. g

The church in Manitoba is expecting
some  aid from the United States, and
although Mgr. Satolli’s jurisdiction does
not extend to Manitoba, it is hoped
by Catholics here that he will throw,
his influence in their behalf,
