Its object is 
simply to confine the provision for free admis- 
stuns of Canadian produce to such as is im­
ported direct, and to impose the same duties 
on produce from that country via the United 
Stales as on foreign produce The bill pas­
sed without division.

treats Canadian Floor and produce coming through 
the United States as foreign, and subject to the 
same duty as though raised in a foreign country.
