The experience gained at the Gov-
ernment cool curing rooms has demon-
strated that, while the first requisite
is to control the temperature, it is al-
80 necessary to provide for some cir-
culation of the air to carry off the
moisture which escapes from the
cheese, and which comes from the in-
creased relative humidity due to the
reduction of temperature. -1f the rela-
tive humidity is too high, the checse
will have soft skins and develop a
tendency to mould badly.

The system adopted at the Govern-
ment curing rooms has worked admir-
ably, and it can be employed without
difficulty and at a moderate cost in
connection with any cheese factory.
Indeed, a large number of factory cur-
ing rooms have already been remodel-

Western Ontario.

Where improvements are proposeéd
for next season, the work should be
undertaken this fall, in order to have
the ice chamber ready for filling duf-
ing the winter.

BULLETIN ON WEED SEEDS.
The Seed Division of the Department
of Agriculture, Ottawa, has just issued
an illustrated bulletin on the “Weed
Seeds commonly found in Timothy,
Alsike and Red Clover Seeds.” It is
well known that large quantities of
seeds of many noxious weeds are each
year unwittingly sown with grass and
clover seeds. The resnmb@ce of
many weed seeds to the commercial
seeds with which they are found makes
/ their detection difficult to an untrain-
" ed eye, even if they be present to the
extent of several hundred per pound.
It is therefore of great importance to
be able to. identify at least the seeds
of those weeds which are seriously in-
jurious in agriculture. The text and
illustrations of this bulletin (No. 16,
New Series) are published with a view
to assist farmers to identify the more
dangerous weed seeds common to grass
and clover seeds. The iliustrations of
seeds are from drawings by J. H.
Faull, lecturer in Botany, University
of Toronto, and the descriptiofs are
by G. H. Clark, Chief of the Secd Di-
vision, Ottawa, to whom applications
