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At the beginnixig of this year, case-
law in the United States wus represented
by the immense number of 2,823 vol-
umes of reported decisions.

The Government in England have
brought in a Bill for the prosecution
of offences. It provides for the appoint-
ment of an officer to be called the Solici.
tor for Public Prosecutions, who, under
the direction of the Attorney-àGeneral, is
to institute, undertake or carry on crimi-
nal proceedings. The rights of private
prosecutors are not intended to be in-
terfered with.

The research of Moncure Conway in
hie book on IlDemonology " has brought
to liglit a curious oddity in ancient
Danisb jurisprudence. He says it was
an old-time custom, in Denmark for
Courts to sit with an open window, in
order that the devil migbt easily fly off
with the perjurer. It might be well to
try the effect in modern law courts, es-
pecially in bot weather and during elec-
Lion trials, as we have no doubt it would
tend to purify the administration of
justice. There is a pathetic complaint
of a Barrister in the London Timm~ in
wbicb he suggests, "lif ventilation ini fot
to be granted to us when the Court is
sitting, may we not have the windows
and doors set open when the Court hias
risen 1" So that Liii we have somte more
effectuai method of exorcising the foui
air of the law courts, it would be well to

revive the old'Danish practice.
