thrown back on his tongue, will often succeed by
turning attention to the iaste in his mouth., A
gimple remedy is to take 2 couple of turns of com-
mon wrapping-twine, such as grocers use, arcund
+the fore-leg, just below the Loee, tight enough for
the horse to feel, and tie in & bow-knot. At the
firat cluck he will geoerally go dancing off, and
after going a short distance, you can get ous, re-
move the string to prevent injury to the tendon in
vour further drive.

Yousa ANIMALS IN WiNTER.—In the rearing of
young animals, erpecially of colts and calves, it is
of great importance that they be Jept all the time
in good growing condition. Keep them well fed
and cared for, particularly the first year. Ifyou al-
low your onlt or calf to zet poor and weak the first
winter, it will take at least two subsequent years of
extra care to recruit them, and the chances are
they will never fully recover from the consequences.
Treat them kindly and gently; give them a ggod
Ded, and do not compel them to lie on their own
filth, but permit them to be clean and comfortable.
Give them good and nutritious food, without stuff-
ing or pampering; an abundance of good water;
plenty of pure air and sunlight; a warm shelter
from the cold and storms, and especially for
your colts, a3 opportunity for constant exercise.
Feed with regularity, upon light food rather than
heavy grains, giving the same quantity, as near as
may be, day by day; and Ifeel certuin that the
spring will find you with a thrifty growing young
stock, with regard to which you will have exercised
in oli resprcts the best possible economy.

Bow Mucn MEaL to Fezp.—A villager wants to
kn,w bow much meal it is profitable to give a new
m'ich cow, prr day; mesl at 85 cents a bnshel
aad hay ot S15 per ton. The Vermont Farmer
answers the query as follows :—The only man that
can answer that question with any degree of
accuracy is the one who takes care of the cow.
His infurination upon the subject to be obtained
by vaning the feed and noting the effect. There
is & wide fiff rence in the capacity of cows for
asgimitating foud. and as great a variation in the
power to convert it into butter. Some cows never
pay for their keeping, be it what it may. It may
be stated as s ule that it pays to feed mlilch cows
meal with liberality, cspecially so if both hay and
menl are bhonght. Much depends on the quality of
thehay Ealy ut June grass hay will make as much
milk us a fair g ality of timothy bay and two orthree
quarts.of m-nia day. From two or three quarts
psr day of m-alis probsble as much as an or-
dinary cow will pay fur. It is better econmomy
and more healthful for the cow, and we believe for
tnose who use the milk as food, togive a mixed
ration * 81y wheat bran four or six parts, wheat
middiings two purts, corn meal. two parts and lin-
seed menl vue part, by measure, and feed the cow
as much of that as she sbows herself able to pay
for, whether it be four quarts or eight.
