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To love the two fatherlands, the -earthly and
$he beavenly, bub-in such. a manner thab the,
Jove of the heavenly conutry previls over that
of the obher, and that human lawa are not pre-
ferred to the law of God—ench ia the essential
duty of Caristians, from whioh spring, as from
their sources, all ths other daties, Has nob the
Redeemer of Mankind said Himeelf: **For
this was I born, and for this I cams unto vhe
world, that I should give testimony to the
truth.” (John, xviii, 37,) snd agein, I am
comse to cask fice on the earth, and what will I
bub that i bs kindled 7' (Luke, xii., 39) Ibis
in the knowledge of this truth that the supreme
perfeotion of the intelligence consists; ib is in
she Divine Jove which perfects that all Christ-
ian lifeand liberty reside. This truth and this
charity from the glorious patrimony oonfided
by Jesus Christ to the Church, who dafende and

orves it with indefavigable zeal aond vigi-

ce. Bub it is soarcely neccessary to recall
-with what fierzenass and in how many ways
war is made on the Caurch. Since reason,
armed with the investigationa of ecicnce, has
gocceedsd in snatching from npature a large
number of it3 most hidden secrets and employ-
ing them for various purposes, men haye reached
such s degree of pride that they b:lieve them-
selves able to banish from social life the au-
thority and empire of Almighty God. Led
astray by error, thay transfer to human nature
the power of which they pretend to despoil
God. According to them, it is to nature we
mus soply for the principls and the ruls of all
life; all the duties of religion flow from the
pataral ocder and ocuzht to ba refarrad to 10,
Hence we have the negation of all Christian
morality and of the Church. To accep’ their
statements, the Chureh is inveaved veither with
the power of framing lawa nor with sny right
whatioaever ; she cuzht to hold no placein the
civil nstitutions. In order to attain greater
suca2ss in adapting the lawa to such doztrines
and to make thom the standard of pablic morals
they maka every prsiible effort to take the
diraction of affaira and to place thair hand on
the helm of Syate. Henca it is tha% in many
countries C.tholicism is rither openly assiiled
or eecratly attacked. The most pernicions
errors are propagated wich the assuraace of 1m-
punity, and numserous cbataclea are placad in
ths way of the puablic profession of Chriatisn
truth.

It i3 the primary duntv of each one in presence
of theia disquisting ficts to watch over himseif
aud o0 adopy every means b2 pressrve the faith
intastin ma soul ; avoiding that which might
compromias him, and arming himself againsy
the fallacious sophisma of unbelievers Tne
baster evill to safegasrd the integrity of
thia virtne we consider it mnst ussful and cin-
formable to the needs of the time thab each
persan acordiog to h's means and hie intelli-
gence thould make a deep study of the Chrias-
sian dootrine and should eandeavor to acquire
as perfect & kaowledgs as possibla of the
seligions traths withio the reach of human
reason. Bab it doea not suffize that the faith
should remain intast in soula; it ought to be
continnslly iocreread there, nnd it is therefore
well to address often to God the humble and
supplisnd prayer of the Apratles :—*' Lord, in-
orease our faish &’ (S: Luka xvii. 5) Butin
this mastser, which crocerna the Christivn
Faioh, share ara othar daties, the faithful and
religions parforminey of which, necaseary at
all times for securing salvation, ia particularly
go in thess days. Io this universal deluge of
opiniouns, it is the mission of the Church to
protecs the trath and to rost out errors from
men’s minde, and this miseion it ought to dis-
sharge always and in a holy manuer, lor o 103
0are have bsen entrasted the honor of God and
the salvation of men. When, howaver, circum.
gtances render it necsisary, it is not merely
the prelates who ought to wa'ch over thein-
tezrity of the Faioh, bub, as 31. Thomas saya,
¥ Each person i8 bound to manifest his faith
publioly, either in order to instruct and en-
courage other brethren of the Xaish, or vo re-
pel the attacks of ajvermariza.’! (3v. Thomas
ii.-it., Q. m. art 9ad 2) To yield to tha enemy
snd ksep silent when euch a cry is raiserd on all
sides for the pupprsesion of truth would be vhe
a0t of a coward or of one wha doubta the truth
of hia balief. Ia bath caies such condact is die-
geavefnl, apd insulting to God; ivis opposed to
the salvation of each and ot ali; it is advan.
tageous only bo the enemies of the faith. And
the cowardice of Caristians is the more blame.
worthy, becsuse, in most initances, false sc-
ensations cao b3 dirposed of and erroneous
opioions refuted with little trouble ; and this is
slways 80 when pain: are taken. Ia fine, no
ene is prohibited from emvloying and display-
jog thab fortitude which is the peculiar char-
acteristio of Chrictians, by which the inten-
tions and purposes of adversaries are not un-
frequently fruswirated,  Busides, Christians are
boro for the ecombat, in which the greater the
ardor the mora certain the vigtory, with the
aid of God. ** Haveo.rfitenoe, I have overcome
the world.,” Joba xvi. 33.)

Lot it not be objected that Jesus Christ, the
Protechor snd Avenger cf the Church, hasno
need of the amistance of men.  Iov is nob for
want of power but because of His great good-
ness that He wishes to assign to us a certain
pzrtion of personal effsrt and merit when
dhere in question of giving ue and applyiog to
us the truits of salvation procured by Ris
grace, .

The firat essential part of this daty consists
in professig operly and with courage the
Qatholic doctrine and p-opagatlog it so far as
oach one can, for it has nften been #aid, and

with much truth, thas potbhing ia more preju-
dioial to Christian wisdom thanto be unknown ;
but when dieplayed in the light of day ib has
ot itee)l sufScient mtrength to triumph over
error. As soon a8 it is grazped by a sonl,
simp's and free from perjudice, iv immediately
securea the awent of sonud reason.  Arsured-
ly faith as & virtue iz a precious gift of grace
and of the Divine goodnesa ; bub vhe objacta to
which faith is to ba anplied cin nnly hecome
kuown by preaching. **How rball they believa
Him of Whom they have not heard, and how
shall they hear withont a proacher? Faith,
then, cometh by hearing, apd heariog by the
Word of Cnigt.” (Rom, x. 14-17.) Now, sinca
the faith 9 indispensable for aalvation, ivne.
cesearily follows that the Woré of Christ
onght %0 be preached. By Divina right the
duty of preaching—viz., of veaching, belones to
she tepches, 1 ¢., the Bishops, whom "'the lioly
Ghost hath placed to rule the Church of Got”

Acts xx. 23.) Ib helongr above all to the

Btil), we must take ¢ire nob to think that it is

forbiddsn o icdividuala to ¢p-operale in a cer-

tain manner in the apes*olate : ernesially in
toe o%3e oif men t0 whom God has impurted the
gift of intellizence with the desire to make
themeelves ueeful. Whenever the necessity
exints these can easily mnot certainly arrogave
to themselves the misaion of dootor, but com-
‘reunicabte $o others wbat they have received
themrelves and be, as 1b were, the echo of the
teaching of mastere. Benides, individual co-
operation bas been nousidered by the Fashera
of tha Connuil of the Vatican eo opportane and
fruitfvl shat they have nod hesitated to invite
it. **We beseach, by the bowels of Jenus Ohrist,
and in virtuo of the antbority of the samo God
and Saviour, all faithful Obristisur, espucially
those who occupy leading pusitiona and who
teach, to unite their zsal and their efforts to
romove, and eliminate these errors from
* Holy Oburch, apd to giva forth the light of the
.- puresh fsith.” "(Const Dei Filius) Let each
. -one then remember that he oap, snd oughy,

bind them together in » soclety and to make
of them one body. *'which iz the Church” (Caloas,
i., 24) of which He would be the hesd. The life
of Jesus Christ, then, penateates all the orgsn-
fsm of this body, nourishes and sustains each
.of its members, keeps them united among
themealves, and all tending to the samse end,
slthongh they do not all discharge the same
functions (*' For as in one body we have many
members, bus all the members have nod the
same cfics, spwe heipg many are one body in
Cbrist, and every one memberp one of an-
other.” Romaus xii., 4, 5). Ibfoll>wa that the
Church, & perfect socievy, far superior bo every
other society, bas received from its Founder
the mission so fight tor the ealvation of the
human tace *‘like an arny in battie array ”
(Canticles vi., 9). This organism and this con-
stitution of Obristian socciety can suffer no
chaoge. To none- of its membera ia it permit-
ted to act according to his own taste, or to
selsot the method of fighting which pleases
bim. For whoever doss not gather with the
Church and with Jesus Obrist soatters (3b.
Luke xi , 23) ; and they are certainly tha adver-
garies of God who do not fizght with Him and
with His Church.

Mo realiza shis uuvion of mind and this uni-
formity of conduch, so juatly fesred by the ad-
voersarias of QOatholicism, the firat condition to
ba fu'flled is to profess dhe eame sentimenta.
With what ardent zeal and with what eingular
force of language St Panl, exhorting the
Corinthiags, rec mmen3s to them this cancord :
¢ Now, I beagech yuu, brethren, by the nams
of our Lord Jeaus Christ, thab you all apeak the
sama thing aud that there be no schisms amoog
you, but that you bs perfect in the same mind
and in the same judgment” (1 Cor. i. 10). The
wisdom of this precep’is immediately evident,
for thought is the principle of action, wheace it
fellows that arreemeat ¢annnt be fousd in the
wills nor harmony in achion if esch one thioks
d {i-rently from the other. Among those who
profess ko take reasnn slone for their guide we
should find with diffizulty, if we fonad at all,
vrisy of doc'rine, fnr Lhe arb of recognizing the
trath is fuil of d-flisnlties. Moareover, man's
intelligance is wesk by nature sod is drawn in
varioua direstions by the variety of opinions;
it is often the spirt of the impressiona which
come from outside. To this muit be added the
inflaence of the passions, which often either
taks away completely or diminish in notable
propartion the capacity of grasping the truth.
This is the reanon why in political government
it ia oftan necesaary to have recourse to force in
order to cceate a certsin union am.ng those
whoie minds are oud of harmony. It isquite
o*herwise with Christians: they recsive trom
tha Caurch the rule of their faith ; they koow
with ceriainty that tbey are obayiog its au-
thority and allowing themselves to ba guided by
ih thay will be placed in posesasion of the trutb.
Tous, a3 there is bad one Ohurch bacause there
is only ope Jesua Carist, there is not and there
ovght not to be among the Caristisne of the
entira world bat ons doctrine, * Oae Lord, one
faith” (Eph. iv. 5), ** Haviog the sams spirib of
fa'th” (2 Cor. iv. 13), they possess that salubary
principls, whenze spontanesusly arise tha same
union of will amopg all, and uniformity of
ac'ion.

But, as St. Paol commands, this unanimity
ought to bs parfech. As the Cbristian faith
doa> rest uot on the authority of humao, but on
that of Divine reason—~fir what we have re-
caived'tto v God ** wae believe to be true not on
aczonut of she intrinsie evidence of the truth,
perceived by the natural light of reasop, but
on the authority of God, Wh) makes the revela-
tion, sp? Who can neicher be deceived,nor de-
ceive * (Vatican Counail, Const. Dei Fulicus, c.
3]—she comssquencs is that we mnat receive Fa-
tirely, end with the sams assent, all things
and everythinz ascartained to have been re-
vealed by Gad. To refuse to believe a sivgle
one i8 nearly equivalent to rejecring them all
For they destroy the very foundation of faith
who rither denv that (God has spoken to mrn,
nt who doabt HisinGaite trath and wisdomn,
Bat to determins what are the doctrineas
divinely revealed ia the province of she Church
Teachiog, to which God has entrusted the
guardianshin and the interpretatinn of His ut-
terances. Now, tha Roman Pontiff ia the gu-
preme ruler of she Church, The univn of
minds then, reqmires, with perfect agreement
in the samo [aish, perfect submission and
obediernca of will to the Cnurch and the Sover-
eign Pontiff as to God Himeelf, Obedirnce
ought to be prerfect, beciuse iv is gronoded on
the [aith 19+elf, and it has this in common with
the faith, that ib cannob be divided ; nay, if it
is not absnrlute and eomplete in all respests, it
is deprived of its essence though iv may
a'ill  bear the appoarance of obedi-
Auce. To this perfection of obedienos
Christian tradition attaches such importacce
that it has always been considered snd can b3
conridered, a mark for the racognivioniof Cath-
olics  This point is admirably brought out by
St. Thomaa in the follawing worde: ** The for-
msl object of faith 1a primary truth, ss itis
manifes:ed in the Holy Scriptures nnd in the
doctrine of the Church which proceeds from
the fiest truth. Henee whoever does nob ad-
here to tha dootrine of the Chnrch as to an in-
fallibla and Divine rtile—that dootrine which
proceeds from primary truth manifested in the
Seripturea— has nov the habit of faith, but holds
those things which ars of faith in snother
mapner than by faith. * * * Bat it i» mani-
fest that he who adheres to the dosctrines of
the Church as to an infallible rule gives hia as-
sent to all that the Churoh teaches ; for if it be
ovherwise—if of those things which the Chnrch
teaches he holds what he fwishes and rejeots
whnt pleares bim, be no longer sdheres to the
doctrine of the Church as to an infsllible rule,
bus to his own will (22, Q. 5. 8. 8). The faith of
the whole Ohurch muah ba ove, according %o
the words (1 Corinth. 10), * Now I beaeech you,
bretbern, shat you all epesk the same thing
and thatthera be no schisms amoung yon’ But
this unity cenoot be pcasarved unless gaee-
tions which srige onnoeraing the faith be est.
tled by him who presides over the whole
Church, that 8o his denision may be firmly ac.
cepted by the whole Church, And thus it ba.
lungs to the aathority of the Sovereigo Pontiff
alons to proclmm an arbicle of faith, and to
perform all the ovher ae's which affect the en-
tire Church.” (lbid., Q. 1., orb 10.)

In fixing the limite of obadience, Jet no one
think that ivia due o the authority of Bishops,
and especinlly of the Roman Pontiff, merely in
matters of dogma, the obatinate rejechion of
which cannot br distingnished from the crime
of hereay, Furtharmors, it is nob sufllcient so
give a aino*rs pud firm assent to the doctrines
whigh, althouzh not deficed by a solemn jndg-
ment, are put forward for our helief by the
Churoh, in its cffice of ordinary and univeraal
taunhar ne bnme Advinale toveplad, 50 wlich,
acardieg to the Vatican Osancil, vh.n'd be be-
lieved with Catholic and Disine faith. B:sides,
it muab be oconsidered & duby of Christians to
allow tbemselves to be ruled und gnided by the
authority and leaderahip of the Bishops, and
especially of the Apostolic See. How reason.
able thin i it is eany to perceive for the things
contained in the Divine cracles have refsrence
partly to man and fo what ia necessary for his
eternel salvation, Now, a8 we have said, man’s
duties in both rerpects—that ja to ray, what he
ought to do—is by Divine right lad dowa by
the Chnroh and in the Church by ths Suprems
Pontiff. Hence it is thst the Pootiff ought to
jrdge with subhority what is contained in re-
valation, what is consovant and what disagrees
with it ; and for the same reason it is incum.
banv ou him to point ort what je moral and
what immoral ; whab 1t i8 pecestary to do and
what to avoid in o-der to attain aalvation;
ctherwise he osn neither bs sn iofallible in-
terpreter of God's zevelation nor a eate goide to
sadiall AL Liile .

Basides we mnsh comprehend more fully the

natare of the Qhureh ; for it iv mob on aesonl-
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men wounld perpetuate iteelf agaioat His work:

is on this aceound ghat He deried not only to
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‘aion of Christians’ Boad ‘altogether by chan

bab an admirably -regulated, ° diyinelt;"loundﬁ
scoiety whioh has for it direct and proximste
end the placing .of souls in possession of peace
snd - sanctity. And sa it “alone. bas received
through . God’s grage .the  npecessary mesus for
‘realisiog suoh an- end, it hag ite fixed laws; ibs
own characteristios, and a fired meshod conform-

ahls & i::

‘peoples. Bub the admimssration of shis gov-
.ernment is difficalt and gives rite to numerons
conflicts. - For ths Chureh rules. peoples sait-
seozd thocughout all paris of ihe wozld, dilfar-
‘ent in race aud mannern each on which peeples,
‘inssmugh as they are subject to their own
nationa] laws, owes phadience ad owce to the
‘a.vil and the religious power. These duties are
imposed on the same persons, but, as. we have
.already eaid, there is neither oonsradiction nor
confusion amopgst them, for one concerns the
prosperity of the State, aud the other the
general welfare of the Church, whiles both are
calonlabed to securs man’s perfection.

The delimibation of rights aud duties being
olearly laid down, it 1s clear thad the heade of
the S:ata are free in sexarcize of the power
of Governmenb, and shat nob only is the Obur:h
not hoitile to that liburty, bub that it side it
with all ite sbreneth, since it recommends the
practice of prety, which is justice towards (3od,
and thus preaches jusiice vowards the prince.
still the spiritual power has a far nobler acd,
sioce it governs men by defendiog tbe ** King-
dom of God and His juatios™ { Matt vi. 33}, and
directa to shis object all the resources of its min-
istry. The integrity of the Church would
puffer if a doubt were sntertained that the
Caurch alone has been inveated with thia power
of governing souls, to the absolute excluston of
the civil anthority ; for it was not to Coaar,
but to Peter, tshat Jesus Chrish gave
the keys of the Kwgdom of Heaven.
Freom this doctrine with regard to the rela-
tions between politics aad religion follow.im-
portanb consequenced, of which we here deaire
to £ paak, .

Between political Governments, whatevar
their form may ba and the guvernment of
Christian sociaty thera is a mnotable differencs,

to the other political societiea, it is absolutely
distinguished from them by iia origin, ita prin-
ciple, and itz essenge. Tae Church, then, bas
the right of living and pre ervicg itself by
institstions and lawa conformable to ite nature,
Bsing, bysdas, notonly a p-rfect sociely in
ivzelt, but one eupsrior to all other hum.n ro.
cities, it resolutely refuses, in accor‘mpcs with
ita right and du'y, to tuke sides with parbies,
and to bend itaself to the chaugesable exigencica
of politics, As a consequence ¢ f the Rame prin-
ple, beiog the gusrdisn of ita own rights and
full of respact for the righte of atters, it coo-
giders it » ausy to remain indifferent with
resprot to the different forms «f governmens
and the civil inati:usions of Christian States ;
acd among the diff-rent syatema of governmens
it approves of all thoe that reepect yeligion and
moral law. Such is the rule with which all
Catholica ought to render their sen'iments acd
acts conformable, There is no doubt thab o
the sphere of politics there may be matter for
legitimase diff :rences, as when the righte of
justice and truth being safeguarded, ¢fiorts
ure made to introduce tha id-as which are be-
lieved to contribute more effizaciously than
othars to the gensral welfare. But to seek o
engage the Church in thess guarrels of partiee,
and tn atbampd to make umse of its support
in order to trivmph more eadily over adver.
aatied, i3 to commit an indiscreed abuse of re-
ligion, Oa tbe cootrary, all parties ought to
ayree S0 surround religion with the same re.
spect, and $o guarantea id sgainst all attacks.
Farthsrmcre, in politics, which are insepar-
ably bound up with the laws of morality and
religious dabies, men ought always aodin the
first place take care to Berve ss far as possible
the interests of Catholicism. As soon as they
are seer to be in dapger all d fiarences should
cease between Catholics, 8o thas, united in the
same thoughts and same designe, they may
vodertake the protection and defence of re.
hgion, the common aod the grea end to which
all things ought to ba referred ; and we think
it necessary t» dwell mara fully on this poiot,

Uadoabtedly the Church and political socisty
have each its own sovereign'y ; conseguently,
in condusting its affiirs, meither is bouad to
obey the other within the limits_to which each
is confised by its constitution. It by no means
follows from this, however, that they are sep-
arate, much less honstila, for nature has nov
merely given man his physical being, it bae
made him & moral bheiog, Hence, from
the tranquality of public order, the immediate
end of civil society, man expects the rueans of
promoting his physical well beiog, and especi-
ally of laboringz for hin moral parfeciion, whieh
coneicta exo'urively in the knowledge ani
practice ot virtue, He deiires ab the same tins
—18 he nught—to find in the Church she necee-
sary aids tor the attainment of religious per”
faction, which consista in the knowledge and
practice of true religion—of that religion called
the fountain of virtues, because, receiviog
them from (Fod, she complates and poarfecta
them a'l. Therefore, in adopting institutione
and laws, man’s moral and religious nature ie
tobe coosidered and ite perfection cnltivated,
but properly and in order ; nor should anythiog
be ordered or forbidden withou regard beiog
paid to the obj2et of civil and saleo that of re
ligious socisty. ¥or this reason the Church
cannot bs indefferent to the fact:f pach and
such laws are in operation in States—not inas-
much as thege laws appertain to the State, but
beoauis sometimes, nverstepping due limits,
they viclate the rights of the Church, Nay,
more, it is & duty assiged to the Churob by God
to cfier opposition whenever the laws of the
State iojure religicn, and to endeavor earnestly
to infusn the spirit of the Gospel into the laws
and iostitutions of penples. Aud sinoe the fate
of States deper d + principally on thedispositions
of those who are at the head of the Govern-
ment, the Church cannnt grant its pavronage or
favor to men whom it knows to be hostile to it,
who openly refuse to respect ite rights, who
seek to break the alliance established by the
natore of things between religious interests and
the intereats of the civil order. Oa the con-
traty, it duty is to favor thore who, having
gound ideas as to the relations been Church aod
State, wish to make them both harmonize for
the common good, These priuciples contain
the rule agoording to which every Qatholic
ought to madel his public life. That ia 0 eay,
wherever it in lawful in the eyes of the Church
to take parh in poblic «ff iire, men cf reorgnized
probity and who promise to merib well of
Catholicism ought to be supported, and there
can be no case in which is wonld be permissible
to prefer to them men who are hostile to re-
ligion, & .

From this we gee how groat is the obligation
of maintaining accord among QCatholios, especi-
ally ab a time when Christinnity is attacked by
ibe enemies with such fierceneas. All who are
heartily desirous of beicg clusely united o the
Oburch, *“the p'llar and ground of truth”
(1 Timobthy, iii, 16), will readily beware o’ shaze
lving teschera * who promise them liberty,
wherean thay themselves are the slaves of cor-
ruption” (2, Ep., St Peter ii., 1-19}, and, fur-
thermore, bring sharers of the virtue of lhe
Chburch, they will by wisdom vriumnh over she
snaren of the adverearies, and over their violence
by courage. This i3 not the place to examine
hotkor and to whah dazras, tho {oertness and
intestine diasensions of Catholira have proved
favorabls to the new state of affairs; but, cer-
tainly, wicked men would be leas bold and
would not have brought about such ruia if tha
Faith, * which worke by charity’’ (Galat. v. 6),
bad been atropger in the souls of most persons ;
por wonld there have b2en such & universal re-
laxabion in the discipline ef Qhristian morala,
divino]y established for us. May the lessonx of
the past have the good result of inapiring wiser
oovdaet i the fatora.

Now, by those sbout to take part in publio
affairs, two evil: ave to be partionlarly avoided
—false pruadence and temerity, For some there
are who say we oughv not openly bo resist
powerful and dominanb iniquity, Jeat bhe hattle
shonld exaspr “vbe the enemy, Whatber these
men are for 6. ¥ained the Oharch is uneertsin,
for while they 1aake professinp of the Catholic
faith, they desire that the Church should allow.

-Aposile Paul, ' The wisdom of the fizsh, and the
death of ths sonl, becansa it is noo, snd cennot
be aubjécy to vhe lawof God,” (Kom, viiL, 6,
7.) Nothing is less caloulsted to diminish she
evils. For the fixed obj:at of the enemies~an
object which many of them -do not fail %0 an-
nounce and giory.in—is to destroy sltogether,

“only trae religion. In the execution of tbis de-
sigo there is nothing they do not dare ; for they
‘know that the more they su in diggourag-
ing others the greater facility will shey bave1n
aocomplishing sheir wicked purposes. Clonse-
quently they who love th+ prudence of fl:ah and
who prelend not to know thav every Obristian
ought to be a goud sofdisr of Chriat—they who
wish to obtain the fiuits due to couquerors while
they live a life of luxury, without taking pard
in the contest—so far sre such peraone from
soppiog she course of tue wicked, that vhey
ratber expedite their progress.

Oun the otber hand others, aund to a rather
Iazge number, moved by falss zeal or what
would atill more r¢prebensbls, wfocting senti-
ments which their conduct falsifiss, arrogase o
themeelves an office which does not belong to
them. They pretevd to subordinate the conduct
of the Charch to their own ideas and wishes to
such aa extent that they endure with difficulty
and only accepb with repugnance all tbat
deviates feom them. They strive in vaia and
are not less reprchengible than the former. Lo
act thus is not to follow Jegitimate autbority but
to go befurs i, and by a resl usurpation to
transfer to individuals tha powera of she spititu-
al government to the gr:ab detriment of the
order whieon God Himsell has established for
ever in His Church snd which He allowa no one
to vio'ate with impunity. Honor to thoee who,
spurrcd into the conflict, descend into the
arsn v with the firm pereuasiou that the reign of
irjustice wiil have sn end aod that it will be
one day varquished by the eanctity of right
aud. of raligion. They exbibit a devobedoesa
worthy of antique viriue in struggliog to de-
fend religion, particufarly againao the faction
which with rxweme audacity continually
attacks Christiavivy and pursues with uoceas-
ing hostility the Sovereign Pontiff, fallen into
i:a prwer, But such shbould be ocareful to
observe the rnles of vbedicuecs and undestake
oothiog of their own motion. Thia docile dua-
position, uuited to constancy snd firm courage,
18 necemsary to all  Catholies in order
that whatever may be the trials to
come, thoy shall be fovnd *‘in nothing
failing” (St. James, i. ) Thus we earnestly
wish to see deeply ra.ted in tnhe souls of all the
prudenca which Ss. Puul calis *“'the wicdom of
the apirit * (Rom, vii. 6). Ia the Government
of human actions this virtus teaches us to pre-
serva an admirable temp:srament between the
cowardice which leads to fear and despair and
presumphious rashness. There is a difference
between political prudenes relative to the gene.
ral grod, and that which conc:roas the individu-
al good of each ope.® The Iatter shows iteelf in
individuals, w9o, in thei: private conduce, chey
the counsels of right reason ; the former con.
carns men entrusted with the direction of prblic
afairs, and particalatly prineee, whose mistion
is to exercise the power of command, Thus the
civil p:rudence of individusls eeems wholiy to
copmiet in faithfaily executing the precepbs of
legitimate authority. These dispositions avd
tms order ought to be fcund inthe midad of
Ohristian socieiy, and s0 much the more be-
cause the political prudence of the Suprems
Pontiff extends to a large number of subjects,
Tn effech he hes pot ooly to govern the entire
Caurch, bub also to order and regulata the
actions of Chriatian citizend in view of the
realization of their etermal salvation. Ib wiil
be thus seen how indisp-nrable it is that, be-
sides the perfect concord which ocoght to reign
in their thoughts and actions, the faithfal
should slwaye raligious'y take as the rule of
their condact the political wi:dom of the
ecclepiassical authorsy, Now. immemately
after the Roman P.ntif, and wuosdar his
direction, thesupervision f the religicua in-
tereats of Christisnity belobgs to the Bi-hops,
It they are no3 placed on the summit of Pon-
tifical pawer, they are, neverthless, truly
prioces in the ecclesiastical hierarchy ; and as
each of them 18 set over the governmenstof a
particular Caurch they, says St. Thomas, are
*! like the principy} workmen in the building of
the spiritual edifie’,” {Quoditb. i., art. 4,) and
shey have the members of the clergy toshare
their labors and exscu'e their decisinns.
Evary one ought t0 regulate his life according
to the copstitusion of the Church, which it is
not in the power of any one to change. Thus,
jush as ia the exercise of their Episcopal power
the Bishops ought tv be uaited to tha Apostolic
Hee, 80 the clergy and laity ovght to live in the
cloaeat union with their Bishcps. — Should auy
of the latter lay himeelf open to criticism either
ia his condues or in the opinions he maintains,
it does not belong to any individual to arrogate
to hims.lf in hi« own regard the offics of jndge,
coafided by Oar Lord Jesaa Obrist to the sole
Pastor whom He has tet over His lambs and!
she:p. Leb every one epgrave in his memory
the o8k wise teachirg of P.pe Si, Gregory the
Great : ** Sutj-ctaought to be warped nob to
ranhly judge the lives of their superiors, even if
vhey shonld see tlem act in a reprebensible
manner, for fear that thp perapicacity with
which they r+proved the evil should engender
in them a price that wonld causa them to fall
into deeper depthe, They ought to be admon.
ished of the danger of taking up a bold attitude
of opposition towarda =up-rinre whose faults
vhey bave discerned.  1f the lavter have really
done wrong, theit inferiors, prnetrated with the
fear of Uod, onght nod piss jadgement on them
of themselves, excepd with ths disposition of
being slways respectfully submissive ta them,
The actions of superiors ought not to be struck
ad with the sword of rpeech, sven when they
appear to merit a just cengure” ( Reg. Pastor, P.,
i, cap.1V.),

Nevertheless, theee efforts will remain ferile
if lifa ia nod regulated im conformity with the
discipline of Christion morals, Let us call to
mind what the Sacred Scriptures tell ur of the
Jewisgh nation : ** Aud aa loog as they sinned
pot in the sight of their God iv was well with
them, for their God hatsth iniquity. *
When they had ravolted fron the way whick God
hsd given them to walk therein, they wers de-
atroyed in battles by many nations.” (Judith v,
31-22) Now, the Jewish nation was wan like
an outline of the Christian people, and the
viciesitudes of their ancient history have often
been the prophetic image ¢f what was to ensue
later oo, with this diffcrence, that the Divine
goodnes: haa enriched us with greater benefits,
and the sina of Christiana are marked by a more
culpable ingratitude,

God never in any way abandona His Church.
It has, therefors, nothing %o dread from the
assanlta of mnan : but panple who have degsn-
erated from Christisn virtue cannos have the
sama guarantee, °‘8in make the nations
miserable * (Proverbs xiv., 33). If past sges
have experienced the force and truth of this,
what assurance iz there that ours shell notd
have to experienoe it ! 'We may vecognize by
msany sigus that wa are beginoing o reosive
the chastisements merited by our faults. T.eb
one exsmine tho condition of modern societies.
A domestic malady cousumes many ; wa see
none perfertly tranquil and sesnre. If wicked
fuotions should bolaly pursue the path they
ara treading, if they should incresse in infla-
eoce and powser as they progress in wickedneas
and artful machinations, we should cerbuinly
have to dread thath they would finally demolish
the very foundasions upon which nature has.
rained the whole social adifice. Human re-
gources alone would bs powerless to prevent
suoh formidable dangers, partionlarly abv the
present time whem a lirge number of men

20.) Ib ja then ot the utmost necessity that
God should intervene, and that, remembering
His mercy, He should cast a compassiovate
glance at human society. Wherefore we hear
repeat the earcest exhortation we have alresdy
mude to redoubled zeal avd perseversnce,
addres:sing to the merciful Ged bumble suppli-
cabionr, anc returoing to the practice of the
virtues which conatitute Christian life ;3 above
all to + xcite and preserve charity, which is its
principal foundation, and withont which the
other virtues do notexisd, or remain sterile,
Oa that account the Apostle St. Paul, after ex-
hortivg the Colossians to fly from every vice
and acquire the merit of various virtuer, adds
“'But above all things have charity, which is
the bozd of perfection” (Uoloss , iii. 14) Yes,
indeed, charity is the bond of perfection for
those whom it holdsin it embrace : it unites
them intimately to God Himeelf ; by it their
suul receives ite lite from God, lives with God,
and for God. Bu*the love of God should not
be seperated from the love of our meighbor,
becanes men have been sherers in the infinite
bounty of God, add beur in themselves the im-
press of His conntenance and the reremblance
of His betng. *"And this commandment we
have from God, that ba who lavesh God, loves
aleo his brother” (lst Eps. of 3¢, Jobn, iv, 21.)
“If any man eay, I lova God and haterh his
brother, he is a liar” {[b. 20.) Tuoe precept of
charity " bas been quahitied as ‘“‘new” by ita
Divice Anthor pot in the senese that an
an‘ecedent 1aw of patuce it«elf had nob alrendy
cummauded men to love one another, buy ba-
cause the Christian precept «f eo loving was
really new and unexampled in the world. In
s ffeoh, the very Jove with which Jesus Chrisb is
loved by His Father, and by which He Him-
aclf loves men, He bas imposed as an obligaion
upon Hie diecivles and followers in order thas
they may be only one of heart_and one =oul,
juat ay by nature He and His Father are One.
No one is unaware of vhe force of this com-
mandwent, snd how deeply from the begin-
ping it ba3 implanted itself in the hearss of
Chriszians, and whab abundant fruibts of peace,
mutual grodwill, pirty patience and coursge
it bas produced. Why sbould we not apply
curselves to imitate theea examples of our
Father ? Ought not the very times in which
we live move usto praotice charity ? In pro-
portion as the batred of the impioua for Jesus
Chbrist becomes more embittered, let Christiavs
redouble their piety in His regard, nvd be re-
newed in charity, the froitful mother of great
deeds | If then, ady disrensions should bave
arinen among them, let them disappear, Lev
them also ceasa those contests which weaken
tho atrength of the combatants witbout any
profit to religion ; let all minde be united in
faith, and bearta iu charity, living as they
should in the love of God and humanuy.

Wa wonld here e¢pe-ipally exhort fathers of
families to regua'ate the governmentd of their
households and the early edacation of their
children ago'rding to thess precepts. The
family 18 the cradle of civil socie'y, and ina
great mearure ite fate in determined at the do-
mestic hearth, Thur, thoee who want to ped
rid of Christiau institutions strike at the very
roota of the family, and permaturaly corrapt its
teaderest oflshoote. They are not deterred from
this attempt by the thought that euch an un-
de:taking cannod be amoromplished without in-
flicting the crulest outrage on parents, for to
vhem belongs, in viriue cof the natural law,
to bring up tho e to whomm they bave given
birth with the cbligation ¢f adapting the edu-
cation and frrmation of their children to the
end for which Gnd has enabled them to trans-
mit the gift of lif~. It is therefors a strich
«bligation for parents t» be cargful and neglent
no eff.rd to rn-reevically r- p-1 every outrazeous
ipjastice of the kind, snd to maintain exclusive
anthority over the eduoation of their
children. They ought, moreover, to in-
culate in the latter the priaciplea of QCktris-
sian morality, and resolately oppose their child-
ren frequentiog echools where they are expreed
95 imbibe the fatal poison of impiety. Where
it is a question of she goad edugstion of yonth,
no one has & right to set limite to the difficulty
and Jabor inv Ived, however gieab they may be.
Thus, those Cabholios of all nationa who, by
vhe expandibure of much 13ney and mora zeal,
have establisied echoole for the education of
sheir children, are worthy of all admication. Iv
is fisting thie beautiful example should be
averywhere imitated whken circumstancea re-
quire is. Above all, let them taxe into acorunt
tuae great inflaence exarcieed over the minds of
children by bome aducation. If youth find ab
the domenrtio hearth tha roles of a virtuons lhife,
snd, sa it were the practical rchool of the Christ-
ian virtues, the future salvation of society will
in a great measure be guaranteed.

We think we have)ndicated to the Catholics
of theas times the conduat they ought to pursue
and the dangers they ovght to avoid, It now
remaina for you, veunsrable brathren, to whom
this obl'gation helongs, that you sbould take
meana to make Qar voios everywbere heard and
cause everyone to uonderstand how important it
is to put in practice the t:aching contained in
these letters, To fulfil the daty caanot be a
troublesome snd piinful obligation, for the
yoke of Jesus Christ is sweet, and His burden
is light, If, nevertheless, nnyof Our counsels
shou'd eem to be difficult of practice, ib is for
you to use your aushoiity, snd act by your ex-
ample in craer to geh Lhe faithful to resolve to
make mors enargstic efforts, and, with indomi-
rable conrage, Dot he overcome by difficulties.
Remind them, as Wa Qurselves bave often said,
bhab Lo Digness &BT  alval doscabie puswes- |
gicns of mavckind are endangerrd, and that
far their prestrvation no efforts shoold
be spared, rfforts which will be entitled to she
greatest rewsed with which the Obristian life
could be crownad.  On the contrary, to refuse
to Bght for Jeeus Chrirt is to fight agaioat
Him. He has distinotly said He will deny in
Heaven befors His Ebternal Father thuse who
shall have refused tv confess Him on earth.
{3t. Luke, ix., 26.) As for ue, and all yon,
pever, aerutedly, a8 long.as wo live shall we
place ourselvea in such a pnsition thab our an.
