FIRE AND LIGHT COMMITTEE
Report of Meeting held the jth of October.

Present: Ald. Duquette, Ward, David, Laviolette, ILa-
brecque and Mercier.

The chairman being absent, Ald. Duquette was moved
to the chair.

1.—Ald. Dagenais appeared before the Committee and
asked that an alarm box be placed at the corner of Atwa-
ter and St. Patrick streets.

The Fire Alarm Superintendent suggested that the alarm
box, situated at about 200 feet from the corner of said
streets, be removed to the desired spot.

Whereas said alarm box would be more conveniently
placed, at the corner of Atwater and ‘St. Patrick streets, it
was

Resolved: To grant said request and that the Superinten-
dent of the fire alarm department be instructed to act ac-
cordingly.

2.—Ald. Guay and David appeared before the Committee
and submitted a letter irom Mr. R. E. T. Pringle re hy-
drants and water supply by the Montreal Water & Power
Co., in St. Henry ward.

3.—1.e following tenders for brick, terra-cotta and con-
crete work for No. 5 fire station, Bertheiet street, were
then received and opened as follows: :

4—Submitted and read an extract from the minutes of
Council asking this Committee to prepare specifications
for the supply of gas to the City and to the citizens of
Montreal.

Resolved: That, in pursuance of the resolution of Coun-
cul, the Light Superintendent be instructed to write to the
municipalities of Boston, Chicago and New York, asking
for copies of specifications and contracts for the supply of
gas to those cities; also for any information in this con-
nection which the superintendent may deem necessary, and
report thereon. x

5.—Submitted and read a report from the Chief of the
Fire Department re Adélard Asseiin, fireman, who died
e 16th June last, together with an opinion from the City
Attorneys attesting that the lapse of time during which
the said fireman had served, swould be computed only to
the date of his half-pay, because of the reason of his inca-
pacity to perform his duties.

Resolved: That the legal heirs of the late fireman Adé-
lard Asselin be paid the $600 to which they are entitled;
in conformity with a resolution of Council adopted the 18th
January 1875.

o.—Submitted and read a report from the chief of the
Fire Department, re urgent repairs to the stables at No.
17 fire station, St. Denis street.

rtesolved: That a sub-committee composed of Ald. Du-
quette, Mercier, wabrecque and Laviolette, be appointed to
consider the needed repairs.
