Resolved: That a report be made to Council recommend-
ing:

(1) That, in order to carry out the undertaking of a sys-
tem of underground conduits, in accordance with the sta-
tutory provisions adopted at the last gession of the Que-
bee Legislature and sanctioned on the 29th May ulto., and
intituled: “An Act to amend the Charter of the City of
Montreal,” a by-law be adopted providing for the appoint-
ment of a Commission to be znown as “The Electrical
Commission of the City of Montreal,” and that Ald. L. A.
Lapointe be authorized to give the notice of motion re-
‘quired in this connection; :

(2) That the City Clerk be instructed .to give public
notice in an English and in a French newspaper to the
effect that it shall be.lawful for the eompanies having,
under a charter, the right to put up poles and wires in
the City of Montreal, to register.a notice of such right in
the office of the City Clerk, within a delay of one month
from the date of the publication of said notice;
