This excellent bibliography is designed spe-
cifically for teachers and librarians. Novel and
short story annotations are primarily descriptive,
though frequently reflecting a critical eye—for
example, “the arbitrary nature of the ideological

outbursts tends to multiply confusion in an
already disjointed narrative.” Novels are in-
dexed by title and subject; short stories, by
author and title.
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
