Such measures can include requirements placed on firms to purchase or
use products of domestic origin or from any domestic source and to
balance the purchase of imported products with the amounts related to the
volume or value of local products exported; or to restrict access to foreign
exchange to amounts related to foreign exchange inflows attributable to
the firm and the export of products, whether specified by product volume
or value or in terms of proportion of local productlon.

"The term ’precompetitive development activity’ means the translation of .

It may further include the conceptual
formulation and design of products, processes or services alternatives and
initial demonstration or pilot projects, provided that these same projects
cannot be converted or used for industrial application or commercial
exploitation. It does not include routine or periodic alterations to existing
products, production lines, manufacturing processes, services, and other
