"Contracting Parties«,

RECOGNIZING that the promotion and the protection of investmients
of Investors of one Contracting Party in the territory of the other Contracting
Party wili be conducive ta the stimulation of business Initiative and ta the
development of economic cooperation between them,

HAVE AGREED as follows:

ARTICLE 1

DefInitions

For the purpose of this Agreement:

<a) *enterprise* means

(i) any entity constituted or organized under applicable law,
whether or not for profit, whether privately-owned or
governmentally-owned, lnciuding any corporation, trust,
partnership, sole proprietorship, joint venture or other
association; and

<ii) a branch of eny such entity.

(b> "existina measurs" means a mesure existinq at the time thia
Agreement enters into force;

<c> 'flnancial Institution" mens any financiai intermediary or other
enterprise that la authorized to do business and regulated or
supervised as a financial Institution undar the law of the
Contractlng Party In whose territory it Is located;

(d) "finmncial service" means a service of a firmancial nature,
lnciuding lnsuranoe, and a service incidentai or auxllary to a
service of a finaricial nature;

<e) . 'ntellectual property rlghts' means copyright and related rlghts,
tradsmark rlghts, patent rlghts, rights ln layout designa of
somiconductor lntegrsted circuits, trade secret rights, plant
breeders' rlghts, rights ln geogrsphical indications mnd Industriel
design rights,
