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PROTOCOL

Concerning the Procedure to be Followed by the Countries Wishing to Mc
Their Class of Contribution to the Expenditures of the Union

The International Telecommunication Conference of Atlantic City,
agrees as follows:

1. In derogation of the provisions of the Madrid Convention, the classi
tion of units of contribution provided in Article 14, paragraph 4 of the Inte
tional Telecommunication Convention of Atlantic City shall go into effee
of January 1, 1948.

2. Each Member shall, prior to September 1, 1948, notify the Secre
General of the Union of the class of contribution it has selected, from the el
fication table set forth in Article 14, paragraph 4 of the International Teleo
munication Convention of Atlantic City. For meeting expenses for the 1

year 1948, such notification may indicate the selection of a class of contribt
for the expenses of the radio service, and a different class for the expenses o

telegraph and telephone service. For meeting expenses for the fiscal year
and subsequent fiscal years, such notification shall indicate the single class sel(
for meeting -the consolidated expenses of the radio service and the telegraph
telephone service.

3. Members failing to make decision prior to September 1, 1948 in ai
dance with the foregoing paragraph shall be bound to contribute in accord
with the number of units to which they have subscribed under the Madrid 1
vention, provided, however, that if such Members have, under the Madrid '
vention, subscribed to a elass of contribution for the radio service whi(
different from the class subscribed by them for the telegraph and teleP
service, they shall, for the fiscal year 1949 and subsequent years, be bour
contribute in accordance with the higher of these two classes.
