(b) Any country outsidc the Union xnay declare, in acced-
ing to this Convention snd subject to Article V( 2) of the
Appendix, that it intends to substitute, temporarily at leat,

for Article 8 of ibis Act concerning the right of translation,
the provisions of Article 5 of tht Union Convention of 1886,
as complettd at Paris in 1896, on tht citer understsnding that
the said provisions are applicable oniy to translations into u
language in geuerai use in the said country. Subet te Article

1(6)(b) of tht Appendix, any country has the right to apply,
ini relation to tht rlght of translation of worka whose country
of origin is a country avaiiing htif of such a reservation, a

protection whici, is equivaitot te the protection grsnted b7

the latter country.

(c) Any country may wlthdraw sucb reservations ai any
time by notification addressed t, the Director General.
