1. A prisoner in the Requested State whose presence is requested in the Requesting
State to testify or to assist an investigation or a proceeding may be transferred for
that purpose, provided the person consents.

2. The Requesting State shail have the authority and duty to keep the persan in
custody and return the person to the custody of the Requested State as soon as the
person's presence is no longer required.

3. Where the sentence imposed on a person transferred under this Article expires
while the persan is in the Requesting State, that person shail be released and
thereafter treated as a persan referred ta in Article 8.

ARTICLE 8

1. A request may be made for assistance ini making a person available ta testify or ta
assist an investigation or a proceeding in the Requesting State.

2. The Requested State shall, if satisfied. that appropriate arrangements for that
person's safety will be made by the Requesting State, invite the persan ta assist in
the investigation or procee-ding or ta appear as a witness and seek that person's
concurrence thereto.
