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Mr. Garson, for Mr. McCann, seconded by Mr, Gregg, by leave of the
House, introduced a Bill, No. 8, An Act to Implement an Agreement between
Canada and the Kingdom of Denmark for the avoidance of Double Taxation
with respect to Income Tax, which was read the first time and ordered for a
second reading at the next sitting of the House.

Mr. Knowles, seconded by Mr. Argue, by leave of the House, introduced
a Bill, No. 9, An Act to amend the Income Tax Act (Communication of Informa-

tion), which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the
next sitting of the House.

Mr. Knowles, seconded by Mr. Argue, by leave of the House, introduced
a Bill, No. 10, An Act to amend the Income Tax Act (Corporation Appeals),
which was read the first time and ordered for a second reading at the next
sitting of the House.

The following government notice of motion having been called, was trans-
ferred to government orders for consideration at the next sitting of the House,
pursuant to Standing Order 21(2):

That a special committee be appointed to examine into the role of govern-
ment in the field of nonmilitary research in Canada, including:

(a) operations in the field of atomic energy,
(b) operations of the National Research Council.
