M-linister
of Railways and Canais (Hon. Br Plair)
preseated a very strong, voluble and vigor-
ous argument in defence of the powers of
expropriation exercisefi ly th1e government.
a principle that Is conceded and wbîch Is wei]
understood in Ibis country, onîe that çve ail
uniderstanid 10 be tbe law of t11e connîry
and wbich w~e believe is a very great con-
cession by tbe people wbo are wiliing to
subserve tbeir own private iliterests for th1e
public welfare, and I think t11e sense of the
Blouse wiil concedle Ihat ibis onghit ho be
enouglh, thal il is sufficienî and ouglit 10 bo
sufficient and as mucli as should 11e asked
for by Ibis government or auy goveramenî.
But, wben they are asked t0 make sncb a
large extension of It as is asked for ln Ibis
Bill, we must cali a hiait and we must
cail upon ourselves and the government 10
stel) cautiousiy and carefuily before arousing
a strong public sentiment, a public pre-
Jndice ln a malter of Ibis klnd. I said just
nowv thît we conceded tbe right of t11e gov-
eramnent 10 expropriate property If t11e pulic
interest demands Il, but so far th1e promoters
of Iis Bill have falled to show 10 ally exîent
