2. The legal talent of the Bar of Mani-
toba is beyond question—the hon. gentle-
man is himself a member of the Bar.

3. Mr. Justice Prendergast was a Judge
in the province of Manitoba before going
to Saskatchewan. He now returns to
Manitoba.

INTERNATIONAL FISHERY COMMISSION.

Mr. J. D. TAYLOR:

1. Is it intended that the regulations adopted
by the International Fishery Commission shall
become effective on the date therein stated,
without action on the part of this parliament?

2. Has there been any undertaking on the
part of the Canadian government to make or
maintain supplementary regulations with re-
spect to fisheries in Canadian waters adjoining
the international - waters governed by the
treaty? If so, what is the undertaking?

Sir WILFRID LAURIER:

1. Parliament will be asked to pass legis-
lation to effect these regulations.

2. Yes; but only so far as the Fraser
river is concerned, and Canada has al-
ready there, as elsewhere in Canada, not
covered by the treaty, adequate regula-
tions in operation.
